Tue PRINCE OF Wares.— His Royal High-
ness left Montreal for Ottawa at about half-past
eight o’clock of the marning of I'viday the 31st
wit. The morning was wet, but a large body of
cilizens turned out to pay thew Hlustrious visitor
their parting homage, and the usn.d guard of honor
was of course in attendance,

As the Prince passed St Anne'’s en rowle for
Ottawa, as well as at Twoe Mountaios, Carillon
and Grenville, he was received with every de-
wmonstration of respectful loyalty. A litle dis-

- tance below the City of Ottawa he was greeted
with a beatilul and mnexpected pageant, in the
form of a canoe flotilla with ubout twelve
imwdied Lumberers on board. At Ottawa the
Trince was received with the customary loyal
addresses, but unfortunatcly the rain, which at
the mwoment of his landing commenced to fall
with ncreased violence, greatly nnpawed the
effect of the reception whieh tie loyal citizeus
nf our future political cupital had i store for
ileir royal guest.  His Royul Highness at once
proceeded to the hotel, the Vietoria House,
prepured for his reception. At mght there was
a brilliont Humination,

(e Suturday the Prince proceeded in State
1o lay the foundation stene of the new Parha-
ment Buitdiugs.  Tortunately the day was fine
aod the proccedings were consequently very im-
coding.  After the wsuai ceremonies the sione
was lowered mtv s place, the Prince miving at
the Hual cap with the trowel,  After this there
was a lunch, nud au excursion 1o the Chaudiere
Falls. 'T'bie following details of this excursion
are from the RMontreal Heradd :—

1a a couple of hours alter the Royal party rodeto
Cunudiere ¥alla snd admired the bridge and the lum-
berery’ arch, contnining 19,000 fevt of deal boards. A
navel and exciting inctdent ovcurred : dismounting,
all except the Harl of 8t Germains, walked nlong u
boom to u crib which was moored at the eutraace of
a timber slide,

(n each eide of the slide, on thiz occasion, were
thousands of people, um! the numerous bridgzes which
vrussed it were nlive with humsn beings, When the
rosal erib got under way aod shot down past or be-
low them, thege people cheered and waved their band-
Lerchiefs, and the most intense excitement prevailed ;
foralthough there is really little danger, yet accidents
sometimes happeu, and in every casethe passengers
w by try this mode of locomotion, for the first time,
bave to hrace themselves up to keep their footing.
Luckily the Prinee's erib went well, followed by that
containing the membersof the Press. All felt de-
dighted. After the rapid descent, the eribs floated in-
s the eentre of the bay, and there found themselves
serosded by w buwmlred birch encoes munued by
pemberers. The Pritee got into one alone, the restof
Lig svite nnd newspaper reporters with others inllow-
¢d, and all were paddled io a beautiful island in the
centee of the lnke.

Orangeism which was born in the defeat of our fa-
thers, which sprung into existence in order to com-
memorate that defeat, and which ruised its throge
on the wreck of our common liberties, that institu-
tion should not be planted on our virgin 30il tv per-
petuate the hatred acd discerd that cursed our na.
tive land. It had been planted here by one whon
they nll knew to be of & very repuntzble character,
and he must say the offspring was worthy of its im-
mncolate sire. He was proud to inform the meeting,
that the most influential citizens of Toronta, men
not professing the ssme creed us themselves, hiad
set their face against this propazition of the
Orangemen and denounced it in no measmed terms.
He believed the vast masjority of the impartinl
Protestants of Toronto denounced the procecding
as an insult to themselves as well as to Catholics,
because they considered this was an ocemsion op
whieh all the citizens ought to act together. [t
would be proposed that this meeting sheuld memaori-
alize the Duke of Neweastle, the Prince’s advizer,
telling him how they would fee! if any formal recog-
nition of the Orange body was given by the Prince
or by his advisers. (Applause.) At this very time
the Home Governmen: was engapged passing laws
againgt Orapgemen, und party emblems, and party
tuces, and it would be very inconsistent in the Duke
of Newcastle and the Prince, if they gave formal re-
coguition here ta & body that was being denounced
by the authorities of the Empire at home. If the
memorisl was oot responded to in the way they de.
sired, it was their intention to remain av bome and
takeno part in & demonstration, which wonld re-
quire them to march under the banner and areh of
Urangemen.  (Cheers.) Father Walsh concluded
by urging upon his hearers quiet and peaceable be-
huviour, whatever might be the issue of their remon-
strunce, 50 that they might zot, he said, place them-
selves on u level with those who flaunted yellow eo-
lours in the face of the mid-duy sun  (Cheers.)

Mon. Mr. Elmsley taen stepped forward to move
the firag resolution. Ile said that on Mondey lngst
the Catholics had appointed a Committee to take
guch steps as might be necessary with reference to
the contemplated proceedings of the Urangemen.—
This Committee waited upon the Citixens’ Pro-
graiome Committee, and represented that if an
Orauge arch were erected, there would e danger of
violence being commitied on bisth sides—for the Ca-
tholics could not belp feeling irritated if they saw
nn Orange arch, and were in copsequence of it ile-
prived of the pleasure of walking in the processivn,
because for his o¢wu part, sooner than walk under
such &n arch, be would rather be scalped aoy duy.—
(Cheera.) The question was, bow was it to be got
rid of ? (Cries of * Pull it down.”) No! No! If
they attempted to pull it down, those who were vut-
ting it up would resist, there would be a struggle.
heads would be broken, and who Xnew bul lives
might be lost, making a number of widows and or-
phang awongst them. No! They should not think
of trying to pull it down. After cousuhiation with
the Programme Commitlee, it was agreed nine gen-
tlemen should be appointed to consider what was
best to be dove, namely, three Orsngemen, three Ca-
tholics, and three geutlemen, not (rangemen, but
belonging to the different Protestant denomioutions.
These three jndependent Protestasts unanimousiy
agreed with the Catholics that it was nat advisable
to goon with that arch.  But tbe 1hree Orragemen
said they could not undertske to accept tue decision
of the other six gentlemen, until they consulted their
.own body. He was sorry to say it was found, on
consultation, that the Orange body were determined
to go on with jt. The Comwmittee appointed on Mon-
day then waited on the Muyor, 1o see whether i Ins
capacity of Chief Hagisirate he could not puta stop
to what might cause a disturbuuce of the peace, and
perhaps bloodehed. Tliey asked--" Will your Wor-
ship prevent this being put up?” He replied that ke
would, as far as his magisterial powers would gn.
They should not forget their friends, and he (Mr.
Elmsley) hoped that if the Mayor agaiw presented
himself for their suffrages, they would remeraber that
circumstance. (Applause). Yesterday morning the
Mayor being infurmed that ground had been hroken
for the erection of the arch. went to the spotani or-
dered the men away. The Board of works were
theo applitd 1o, and they gave their sanction to the
Orangemen going on with tlie crection of theirareh,
in spite of the Mayor, and unfortunately cur wunivi-
pal regulations are such, that the Mayor was obliged
to krouckle under, not beiug able 1o do nvything
more in the matter. Jr. Klusley then read a letter
from the Mayor, in reply to one nddreased to him by
Mr. J. G. Moylay, in which his Worship stated e
proceedings taken by himaelf and the Board of
Works in reference 1w the arch, and expressed his
opinien that it wus un unfortunate and isjudicioud
procveding. Mr. Ehnsley went on to say that o
mecting of 40 or 30 influcntial Catholies had asivm=-
bled on Wedneeday escning at the Bishop's Palace,
and having decided shat a mass meeting of Catho-
lies shonld he culled, had prepared a seriea of cesi-
lutiong, the fieat of which hie submitted as follows

 iFlhereas iv appexrs from the report of a commit-
tee of the Catholies of Turonte, appointed to wait
upon his Warshiptha Vlayor on Mondny Iast, 10 anli-
¢it the interposition of the authority of his worship
1o prevent the erection of an arch in this civy by the
Orange institution, on the occasion of the visit of
His Royal MHighness the Prince of Wales ; that the
powers of our Chie! Magistrate, aithough energetic-
ally put forth 10 attain the end in view, liave bewn
found unequal to the wsk, and were over-ruled by
the higher autharity of the Board of Works, ay will
tully appear by the letter of his Worship, now laid
befure the meeting ;"

 And Whereas, subsequently, with smilar intent-
ions, a Committee of conciliation, consisting of three
Urangemen, three diginterested persons of different
denominations of Protestants, a1l three Cathalics,
was appointed, but unhapily without effectizg fany
beneficial results ; wod several otlor strenneus eflorts
to the snme purpors bave proved fruitless ;"

“And TFhercas the erection of the said arch is con-
sidered by the entire Catlivlic body as a galling in-
sult to them, and, as such, eminently caleulated to
lead to a flagrant breach of the peace, and perbapsto
bloodshed, on the part of violent men on both sides-3
result at alj times wost deeply to be deplored by all
penceably disposed persons, bat mozt espeeiatly apen
