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Import Certificate Regulations (C.R.C., c.603) provide for
the issuance of import certificates which are fequired by'the
country of export befofe it ﬁill allow goods to be shipped to
Canada. They also provide for the issuance of
Delivery-Verification Certificates for goods imported into
Canada to comély with the requirements; The pufpoée of these
regulations is to prevent the diversion in transit or the

unauthorized trans-shipment of such goods.

2. Export Controls

Section 3 of the Act provides that the Governor in Council
may establish a list of goods, to be called an Export Control
List (ECL), including'therein any article the export of which
he deems ‘it necessary to control for any of the following

purposes, namely,

(a) for national security reasons; _

(b)_tO'promoté further.processing of hatural resources;

(c) to limit or keep under surveillanée.the expoft of any

‘ raw or processed material thaf is'producéd in Canada
in'circuhstdncesxof'sdrplus_and dépressed prices that

"1s not a produce of agricdlturé; l‘

(d) to implement an intergovernméntal afrangement or

cbmmitment§ oi . '

(e) to ensure adequate supply and distribution.

Groups 1 and 2 of the List cover agriculture and forest

products.’
