The International atonmic Energy Agency is an inter-
governnental organization, established under the aegis of the
United Natione, vhose basic objectives are "to accelerate and
enlarge the contribution of atomic energy to peace, health and
prosperity throughout the world“‘and to "ensure, so far as it is
able, that assistance provided by it, or at its request or under
its supervision or control is not used in such a way as to
further any nilitary purpose®,

In alnost three years of existence, the Agency has
sponsored nany panels and conferences on various aspects of
mclear science and technology and has also facilitated the
provision and receipt of technical assistance in the muclear
field between its 70 nmenber states, Canada participated
actively in the establishment of the Agency and holds one
of the seats on the Board of Governors assigned to the five
Menbers nost advanced in the‘technology of atonic energy
