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Charter would be looked at in 1972. liore important perhaps
than all of that was the prospect that the United Ilations may,
within the foreseeable futwre, becone more universal. Great
progess was made on the China question this year. I think the
Tact that we had entered into diplomatic relations with Peking
and changed our vote on thc Albanian resolution lead the wvay.
For the first time there was a majority in favour of seating
Peking. This was progress. If the Germans are successful in
their negotiations with the Russians and the Poles and with
the East Germans, then it may not be long before the two Germanies
are in the United Hations. And so on. So it was by no means
a lost year.

In our relations with the United States there has been concern
about a trend toward economic protectionisn as well as our own
concerns about resource development and foreign ovmership.

Do you see any sort of continental détente developing on these
matters?

I don't think that there will be any continental approach to
these kinds of questions. I have never felt that this was desirable,
and I don't thinlz the Canadian people do either. I don't
believe it is nccessary to have a continental approach to any

of these questions in order to have satisfactory relations
between Canada and the United States. There are areas in which
we must co-operate, of course, on a continental basis, simply
because of geography. lany years ago we decicded that there
would be exchanges of hydro-electric energy across the border,
so that we didnit waste our resowrces in travelling unnecessary
distances in order to link up with the various grids. ‘le have
pipelines that cross the border so we nust have a comrnon approach
to the novenent of gas and of oil. That doesn't nean that we
have a continental encrgy policy. It just means that vhere
geography requires us to co-operate, we will co-operate. Iore
generally, however, I thinl: that Canada will try to maintain a
policy of dealing with all countries rather than exclusively
with the United States. The danger that the integration of
Europe has posed to us-~the possibility that we night be somehovr
excluded from Zurope by a protectionist sentiment there, or by
the establishnent of new discrininatory trading rclationships,
forcing us to enter into some sort of preferential arrangenents
with the United States --I don't thinl: that would be in our
interests, and therefore we nust continue worling in Canada
towards a nultilateral tradines world, one in which we have
access to marliets throuchout the world. This doesn't nean that
we'll do less trade with the United States. Indeed e may do
rnore, but we will do it on the sane basis as we trade with
Turove, or we trade with Japan, or the Pacific.
