Now KNOW YE, that for divers causes
ind considerations, and taking into eonsideration the case and convenience of
Our Loving Subjects, Wc havc thouglit fit by and with the advice of Our Privy
Council for Canada, to relieve you, and each of you, of your attendance at the
tirne aforesaid, hereby convoking and by these presenits enjoining you and each
ef you, that on MONDAY, the FOURTEENTH day of the month of October,
1929, you meet Us, in our Parliament of Canada, at Our City of Ottawa, there
to take into, consideration the state and welfare of Our said Dominion of Canada
and therein to do as may secm necessary. HEREiN FAIL NoT.

IN TESTTMONY WnuRFOv, We haqve eaused these Our Letters to be made
Patent, and the Great Seal of Canada to be hereunto affixed. WITNESS:
Our Right Trusty and Well-beloved Cousin Freeman Viscount
Willingdon, Knight Grand Commander of Our Most Exalted Order
of the Star of India, Knighit Grand Cross of Our Most Distinguished
Order of St. Michael and St. George, Knight Grand Commander of Our
Most Eminent Order of the Indian Empire, Knight Grand Cross of
Our Most Excellent Order of the British Empire, Governor General and
Commander-in-Chief of Our Dominion of Canada.

At Our Government bouse, in Our City of OTTAWA, in Our said Dominion,
this twenty-eight day of August, in the year of Our Lord one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-nine and in the twentieth year of Our Reign.
