and

(b) at such a frequency as the Agency may
specify.

67. Where, on complaint in writing to the 5
Agency by any person, the Agency finds that
a licensee who is the only person providing a
domestic service has imposed an unreasona-
ble basic fare or increase in the basic fare in
respect of the service, the Agency may, by 10
order,

(a) disallow the basic fare or increase; or

(b) direct the licensee to reduce the basic
fare or increase by such amounts and for
such periods as the Agency considers rea- 15
sonable in the circumstances.

68. (1) The holder of a domestic licence
shall

(a) publish or display and make available
for public inspection at the business offices 20
of the licensee all the tariffs for the domes-
tic service offered by the licensce;

(b) in its tariffs, specifically identify the
basic fare between all points for which a
domestic service is offered by the licensee; 25
and

(c) retain a record of its tariffs for a period
of not less than three years after the tariffs
have ceased to have effect.

(2) A tariff referred to in subsection (1) 30
shall include such information as may be pre-
scribed.

(3) The holder of a domestic licence shall
not impose any fare, rate or charge for the
