CIRCULATION OF GOLD COIN
IN UNITED STATES

On the orders of the day:

Hon. Mitchell Sharp (Minister of Finance):
While I am on my feet may I answer a
question put to me the other day by the hon.
member for Skeena, who asked whether I
would consider having the $20 gold coin to be
produced next year by the mint made as a
so-called proof coin, so that it might be al-
lowed entry into the United States. We ad-
dressed a question on this subject to the
United States authorities who gave us this
opinion:

Since the Canadian $20 gold coins will be struck
for sale to collectors only and not intended for
circulation, they will not be considered to be of
exceptional numismatic value within the meaning
of Section 54.20(d) of the Treasury Department

Gold Regulations and will not be admissible for im-
portation into the United States.

I am advised that the position would be no
different if the gold coins were what the coin
trade describes as proof coins.
