AMENDMENT RESPECTING RESULTS OF PROCESS

Mr. Derek Blackburn (Brant) moved for leave to
introduce Bill C-285, to amend the Identification of Crim-
inals Act.

Some hon. Members: Explain.

Mr. Blackburn: Mr. Speaker, the purpose of this bill is
to amend the Identification of Criminals Act to provide
that the results of the identification process, that is, mug-
shots, fingerprints, may not be published unless and until
the person in question has been convicted of the offence
for which he was charged and subjected to the identifica-
tion process. Similarly, provision is made for prohibiting
the publication and for destroying the results of the iden-
tification process when the person has been acquitted.

Motion agreed to, bill read the first time and ordered to
be printed.
