That io order to render any public 
charity efficient, it is absolutely neces­
sary street-begging be discontinued, 
and that by the steady co-operation 
alone of tho inhabitants of this City 
and District, can the contemplated re­
lief to the poor be impartially and ef­
fectually distributed.

That inasmuch as this City is the 
general resort of the Poor, and has to 
relieve the destitute from every part 
of the District, it is expedient that an 
application be made both to the Pro­
vincial Parliament and the Home Dis­
trict generally, for aid in support of 
this charity.

That it is the opinion of this meeting 
n application might with propriety be 

made by the inhabitants of this City to 
the Corporation for the appropriation 
of a sum of money in aid of the funds 
of the House of Industry, and that such 
application be made forthwith.
