climax to the concert with its wealth
of tonal embroidery, formed a feast fit
for the heavenly nine themselves. Last
night's audlence = repeatedly recalled
Mr. Damrosch. Mr. Saslavsky had to
bow his acknowledgments. Dr. Ham
was brought out again and again. But
there were no encores. Tonight's
program offers another musical treat.

That smoking causes diseases of the
respiratory passages is a matter of com-
mon belief, but there is no evidence that
this is trve.

Hoarseness, which sometimes follows
excessive cigar or cigaret smoking, par-
ticularly in winter, s to be laid not to
tobacco, but to the general imbecllity of
the smoker. A man who smokes in the
open air when the temperature is at 20
degrees, and thus inhales aiternate blasts
of hot and frigid air, or begins to smoke
before breakfast and keeps his mouth
membranes and muscles of suction busy
until he falls asleep at night, is certainly
not to be regarded as a normal man, and
{t Is unfair to condemn smoking in nor-
mal men because this one simpleton hap-
pens to be Injured by it. If a man talked
all 'day, or drank all day, or walked all
day. he would-be vastly more damaged
Again, he would grow hoarse much more
rapidly if he ate snowballs, or inhaled
wood smoke. or stood watching a fire in
a hay warehouse. Indeed. I am convinced
that the.smoke of tobacco is le=s snjuri-
ous to the air passsges than the smoke
of anv other substance that burns.—
