BISHOP SCADDING
DEAD AT PORTLAND

Descendant of Old York F. am- A

. ily Victim of Pleuro-
Pneumonia.

PORTLAND Ore.” May 27.—The
Right Rev. Charles Scadding, D.D.,
Anglican bishop of Oregon, died here
early today of pleuro-pneumonia. He
broke down while presiding at the dio-
cesan conference several days ago. He
was 63 years old.

The ancestors of the late Bishop
Scadding  settled in' York County in
1792. He 'was a great-grandson of
Jobm ‘S¢adding. who came to Upper
Canada with Lieut.-Governor Simcoe

Born in" 1861, the late prelate grady-
ated at Trinity College, Toronto. He
wag ordained deacon in 1885 and priest
in 1886, in ‘the formeér year becoming
curate of’St. John’s, Buffalo. He later
becameé” assistant to the Rev. Dr.
Rainsford at St. George's Church, New
York, and was successively rector of
Christ Church. Middleton, N.Y.; Trin-
ity Church, Toledo, Ohio, and Erm-
manuel Church, La Grange, IlIl. He

was consecrated third bishop of Oregon
in 1906 ‘
