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To improve and fccurc tlic happi-

ncfs of mankind, is the moft diflinguilh-

ed privilege of Lcgiflation, and is cer-

tainly that to which the Britifh Legifla-

ture is the moft attached : from the Bri-

tifh Lcgiflature, therefore, the Province

of Quebec has every thing to hope. It

need not rcfort to auxiliary arguments : it

need not refer to the royal aflurance af-

forded by His Majefty's Proclamation of

1763 ; but^ J^(-^thig itfelf to be a part of the

BriiiJJj Empire^ it may confidently bring for^

'Ward its claims to the enjoyment of Britijb

rights.

Whether the Bill now depending does

extend to the Province of Quebec the fecure

enjoyment of Britifli rights, is the queftion

to w^hich we propole to addrefs ourfelves

with that rcfped which is due to the opi-

nions of thofe who have fandioned the Bill

with their approbation, and with that frank-
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
