Years for this ~moment,” exclaimed
Premier Clemenceau as he opened the
fateful despatch announcing that Ger-
many would sign the treaty at the
meeting of the council of three yester-
day afternoon. i
“For 49 years,” he continued, “the
mailed fist of the reiter (German
trooper), who has governed Germany,
has menaced the world. Whether the
man’s name was Bismarck or William
1L it was still thgrsame reiter of the
middle ages surfounded by soldiery
