Statisticlan Johneon’s staff have made
totals which show that in the year of
grace 1896 the population of Winnipeg
is 31,649, or an increase of 6010 since
1891. The population of Winnipeg in
1881 was 7985, in 1886 20,238, fiiee LIOW
25,689, . If Winnipeg continues to"in-
crease as she has done during the ten
years, it will not be long before sh.e
will be in the very front rank of
Canadian cities. The result of the cen-
sus for Mani‘oba will not be known for
some days. The object in taking the
census is for the readjustment of the
Federal subsidy, as provided by sta-
tute, Manitoba will receive an in-
creaseéd subsidy of 80 cents per head
on the basis of the recent enumera-
tion.

Want Another Subsidy.

Mr. J. H. Hugill of Halifax, agent
of the Furness Line of steamers, was
in the city to-day.
