Dne Mundred and Twenty-Five Thousand
Operatives Dreline to Accept the Ten
Per Cent. Reduction Which Mill Owners
Peciare is Nreessary Because of the Preo-
visions of the Dingley Bill.

Boston, Jan. 17.—A reduction in the
wages of about 125,000 operatives em-
ployed in nearly 150 cotton mills in New
England, which the manufacturers de-
c¢ided upon as a tempomry'mmedy for
a widespread depression in the cotton
goods industry of the north, went into
effect in a majority of the mills this
merning. In several mill centres, name-
ly, New Bedford, Biddeford, :Saco and
Lewiston, Maine, dissatisfaction. among
the mill hands is intense and strikes are
on. The 18 mills of. the former city,
which give employment to about 9000
hands, have been shut down because
rthe operatives have refused to aceept
the reduction, and the contest thus in-
angurated promises to be one of the
most stubborn in the history of the tex-
<ile industry. :

"Ihe situation in New Bedford is view-
«d in a very gloomy light by the business
men of the city, many of whom have
riot ‘altogether recovered from the de-
pression which fcllowed the failure of
six mill corporations last spring. The
4500 employes at the Laconia and Pep-
percll mills in Biddeford, Me., refused
10 go to work this morning under the
new schedule, and it is theught the
strike there will not be settled easily.
flome of the employes of the York mills
of Saco alse joined the Biddeford move-
ment.

There was little change in the situa-
tion at the different mill centres as the
day advanced.
