The movement in the
coalers was helped by the wintry weather.
This movement caused the revival of ola
rumors of counsclidation and of change
of control, the effect being notably mani-
fest iIn New Jersey Central, which rose 6
points to 149, reacting 1%. “"TI'he business
in the group was small, except  in the
Readings, which reflected very heavy. The
first preferréd rose at onme time 2%, and
closed a point lower. Large buying con-
tinued of Southern.
