How to Become Your Own Landlord.

There ave few matters that are eungaging
more attentien just at present than the
question of becoming your own landlord.
There is undoubtedly a big demand for
houses, rents are higher, conS€quently thc
value of property is fully expected to In-
crease very cousiderably in a short time.
Therefore one would naturally be struck
with the idea that pow is the best time (0
buy a home and escape being obliged to
bow to the landlords’ demands. To accom:
plish this end inducements are being held
out by a large number of Toronto's real
est:ite men and most of the local loan com-
panles whereby -a person possessing one or
two hundred dollars and wishing fo pur-
chase a house of his own can do 8o DY
leaving down a deposit of say one hundred
dollars apd paying the remalnder of the
amount in monthly, quorterly, half-yearly
or yearly instalments, arranged to suit tie
position and convenience of the buyer.
These instalments, when consldered, are
in some cases very little more than the
tigure that would be pald for feit, and
then the fruitful result is that by follow-
ing up the payments the house becomes
your property. Truly, under the circum-
stances just indicated, there is practically
no obstacle to prevent every working ciu-
zen being his ewn landlord and thus be
iu a position to shicld off, in a successful
manner, the dreaded troubles of the pre-
gent day tenant of a house in Toronto.

It is needless to mention the troubles in
detail, as they are pretty familiar to a
large section of the community. But when
a tfenant seriously considers and weighs
up the facts that he is liable at any period
to receive a notice to wvacate in couse-
quence of the particular house he is oc-
cupying having changed hands; that the
rent may be increased to a considerable
degree; that suitable houses for renting
purposes aré very scarce, there seems no
reason why he should pot go abour secur-
ing a house of his own on the simple terms
related above.
