This was twenty=-
five.
Rain Couses Suffering.

A cold rain all night, continuing to-
duy, contributed to tne suftering ot the
icie men. Hundreds flocked to the
cheerless car barns last night for shelt-
er. This morning they preseuted a piti-
ful appearance. Adjacent families sent
in many loaves of bread, and the men
sat around muching this dry diet, shiv-
er'ng and cursing. They were in
shadow of the big steel plant, and in
their pockets carried cheques signed by
the owners of same for amounts agsgre-

gating several thousand dollars, yet
they were starving and freezing.
The scene was enlivened by im-

promptu talks from some of the more
intelligent members. One gaunt fel-
low who said he had eaten nothing for
two days, tho he had a nice warm
coal bin on the river front to sleep
in the night before, stood up on a
broken car wheel and delivered what
he termed a ser'mon. It was a ram-=-
bling affair, but full of grim humor,and
applied to the condition of the men.
He prefaced his remarks by saving:
*“Men, we chould not be downcast, there
are people in the world worse off. but
where are thzy?” 1In conclusion, he
observed: “THESE PEOPLE HAVE
PROMISED TO PAY US TO-MOR-
ROW, AND 1 FOR ONE PROFPOSE
TO HAVE MY PAY IF 1 HAVE TO
BREAK THRU THOSE WALLS
AROUND THE PAYMASTER'S OF-
FICE AND TAKE IT BY VIOLENCE.”

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NE KILLED 18 B WRECK
FAST MAIL JUNPS TRACK

Engineer Went at Too Great Speed
Around a Sharp
Curve.

Charlotte, N.C., Sept. 27.—While run-
ning at a high rate of speed, the south-
lmxﬁtl fast mall on the Southern Railway
jumped from a trestle, 75 feet high, half
