He says rabbits inoculated with tu-

berculous material and confined  to
dark, damp places, into which neither
sunlight nor fresh air was admitted,’
rapidly succumbed, while others inocu-
lated in a similar fashion, but allowed
to approach their natural state, run-
ning wild, either recovered or mani-
fested but very slight lisions.

A similar experiment is being con-
ducted everywhere and every day with
precisely the same results. The condi-
tions of housing for cattle are such a8
to make every cow barn into a den of
infection, concentrated to a degree and
being added to every day. : :

We hre perfectly well satisfied that
so far as bovine tuberculosis is con~
cerned, contagion and contagion only,
is the direction in which we must look
for a remedy. .

It has been said that certain breeds
of cattle are supposed to have a great-
er tendency to the development of tu-
berculosis; we have tested all breeds
and find that Ayrshires and Jerseys are
more prone. This is merely due to
cause and effect, a heavy milk strain
has been fostéred quite healthy when
there is no infection, but.also quite
prone to fall victims to the entrance
of the bacillus if placed in infected
quarters. .

Whatever may be the path of en-
try for the tubercule bacillus, it is an
undoubted fact that the organs most
frequently  affected are’the lungs, . in-
testinal canal and the udder.

Our - packing houses reveal a large
increase in tuberculosis among * hogs,
and we are of opinion that this large
indrease of late years is due to the
increase of creameries, and is caused
by feeding the raw by-products of the
creamery, especially the centrifugal
slime.

Separated milk and buttermilk may
also disseminate tuberculosis among
calves fed on these materials. Can
we remove bovine tuberculosis? Un-
doubtedly yes: The first question
which arises is whether the eradica-
tion of bovine tuberculosis is desired
by the people, and whether any scheéme
has a chance of being successful from
a ¢ommercial point of view. The ob-
stacles are great; they are, neverthe-
less, worth overcoming.. If we accept
in the first instance the fact that the
complete removal of contagion and its
sources is the keynote of the situation,
then we are clear as to the direction
in whieh we ought to proceed, and the
special measures which are necessary.

Free tuberculin and veterinary ser-
vice, compulsory separation of react-
ing animals, destruction and cleans-
ing, disinfectingand periodical inspec-
tion. This is the only sound method
of dealing with the disease of bovine
tuberculosis.
