Saturday started with 300 applicants,
followed on Monday with 360, and 582
vésterday., Of yesterday's applicants
9 were attested, 18 rejected. Those
attested were apportioned among the
following units: 1st ot Pattalion,
Q. O- R., 25; Y. and S. Foresters, 20;
C. M R, 1; C. A. 8 C,, 4; Canadian
Engineprs, 2; 2nd ‘Field Company:
Canadian Engineers, University of
Toronto O. S.. 2. 0Of these 32 werc
from the United States. The 1royal
flying corps accepted 33 and reject-
ed five. ;

On reliable authority it s estimat:
ed that the number rejected as totally
unfit for service under the new act
does not exceed 30 per eent. These
men come under the heading of cate-
gory B, and are regarded as being
absolutely unfit for any class what-
ever of military work. A glance at
yesterday’s list of rejections shows
the following interesting dlata and
causes of rejection: Heart trouble, 3;
pleuritic condition, 2; bad ankles, 1;
large hernia, 1; hemorrhoids, 2; spin-
al deformity, 1; after effects of ap-
pendicitis, 1; varicose veins- 1; under-
weight—this  particular applicant
weighing only 94 pounds,1; asthma,
1, epileptic fits, 1.

THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

HE new note of firmness towards insubordination in army and fleet,
coupled with the declarﬁtion of pending reorganization of the land
forces, atfords 'thé best aews from Russia for a long time. KXerensky
has ordered the sailors to cease from agitation and other weakening action
and he has told various self-constituted political bodies, like the workmen’s
and soldiers’ organization, that he will no ‘longer tolerate interference.
Russia is to have a new model army of an efficiency which opens up pros-
pects of a speedy onslaught on Germany, such as she has never had to meet
before on the eastern front. The events on the northen flank of late have
shown a distinet improvement of the troops in steadiness. In Alexieff,
Kerensky has a chief of staff who will enforce the reforms.

The German Governmment, thru Von Kuehlmann, foreign secretary,and
pacifict wire-puller, is planning another adroit peace manoceuvre for the quiet
months, and the allied governments are supposedly taking measures to
frustrate his insidious attack. The Germans believe that among the allies
are many individuals, as soft in their heads as in their hearts, who can be
induced to call the Prussian tiger ‘‘poor pussy,” and it is part of their
war policy to glve every occasion for activity to these pacifist elements as
a force to impede the prosecution of the war. France’s new ministry
promises rigorous action’against accomplices of the enemy, whether high
or low. She has recently detected the receipt of money by members of
parliament and socialist editgts from suspicious Swiss sources, and she is
ready to investigate the scatidals to the bottom.

Premier Painleve, who took the helm in France yvesterday, is a dis-
tinguished scientist and mathematician. He contributed in a remarkable
way to the French victory of Verdun last year. His service was the in-
vention of a new range map, which doubled and trebled the accuracy of
the French artillery. The Germans knéw what force of guns the French
could bri»qg to bear, but they had disastrously discounted the volume and
the accuraty.of the ¥rench fire. They therefore received the surprise of
their lives And had all their.calculations upset when the French resistance
woke up. Assisted by the new maps of M. Painleve, the French gunners
were able to prevent the Germans from passing into the precincts of Verdun.

The British official bulletin from Flanders last night recorded a suc-
cessful action by north country troops agalinst the eastern half of Inverness
Copse, on the Menin road. The British ran into vigorous resistance, but
they carried off 13 prisoners. They also improved their position on the
high ground east of St. Julien. Few German machines ventured to oppose
the British aerial operations amid low clouds and a strong west wind. The
British aviators, however, drove down three German aireraft and did con-
siderable observation for the artillery. The Portugese troops, who hold
the line about Neuve Chapelle, repulsed a German raid. They are fight-
ing daily patrol encounters.
