The atfacks last
night were very viclent and murder-
ous for the ememy. Three waves
were launched by the enemy, two of
them being mowed down by our fires.
Only one su in penetrating
our lines. muw~whlch lasted
until .dawn, our troops annihilated
the enemy detachments and retook
bossession of all their gains.

“Eixteenn hundred shells were fired
inlo Rheims. two old men being
killed. i

“The artillery action was very spir-
ited in the whole region, and thear-
tillery was also active on the left
bank of the Meuse.

“Belgian communication: There
wes slight activity on the Beilglan
front in the neighborhood of Noord-
echoote ad Hetsas, where the bom-
bardment on both sides was quite in-
tense during the courmse of the night.
An enemy airplane was brought down
on July 13 in the environs of Schoors.

“Eastern theatre, July 16: In the
Vardar sector a strong enemy patrol,
advancing in the 'direction of our
lines, was repulsed by a fusillade.
Between Monastir and Lake Ochrida
an enemy airplane was brought down
by a British machine,
flames noar Angusta.”

Today’s French official statement
follows: £

“Between the Somme and the
Alsne the enemy delivered a series of
strong attacks, preceded by bembard-
ments. Three attempts in the vicin-
ity of 8t. Quentin' were broken up by
our fires. South of Corbeny several
dotachments of shock troops ad-
vanced, and in a very spirited en-
gagement the enemy was repulsed
completely. For our part, we made

/ progress south of Ailles and took pri-

soners.

“In the Champagne, after a very
violent bombardment. in the region of
Mont Haut and Teton, the Germans
hurled important forces against the
positions we conquered on July 14,
Our troops resisted with indomitable
energy and tenacity the attack of an
enemy greatly superior in numbers,
At Teton the efforts of the enemy
were without success. The attacking
forces, which suffered very heavy
losees, were not able to cut into our
