THE SUB MINE LAYER
- IS WONDERFUL BOAT

Teutonic Ingenuity Has Donc
Great Things in This Con-
nection.

A capture by the Epglish of a Ger-
man submarine mine layer has given
the world an oppertunity to see ihe
Teutonic ingenuity which has made
possible e system of destruction pre-
viously unknown. In the forward part
of the boat are six wells inclined at an
ongle ‘of 70 degrees. 'Two mines are
stowed in each well, each weighir.g
about 1000 pounds. The mine with its
accompanying mechanism may be
freed’ from the tube by a releuaso oper-
ated from the bridge of the boat. Fach
mine is attached to a cylindrical
weight which serves as an anchor and
four verticals fixed as to form a
sort of a cage. When. the mine touches
the bottom the vertieals opcn ups re-
leasing the mine.so. that it rises to-
ward the surface, carrving with it a
steel cable that unwvolls from, the cv-
lindrieal anchor: A hydrostdtic valve
controls the ‘cable, stopping its unroll-
ing when the mine reaches the desii-
eG distance from the top of the water,
usually about ten feect. .. This same
valve' controls a delay sufficient to
allow the submarine to get out of tre
way, althc the ecaptured sabmarine
had been damaged by its own mine.

On his return
to Toronto he was immediaitely engag-
ed bv the Royal Naval Air Service
and sailed for England on June 13.
