"Hydro-Electric and Made-in-Can- 
ado I)ay" brougnt a crowd to the Ex­
hibition grounds on Saturday which 
officials estimated in the early after­
noon would be almost a record-break­
er for all except holidays. Sir Adam 
Beck, the Hydro knight, was the 
speaker at the directors' noon lunch­
eon. and the gathering heard a splen­
did address on the influence which 
electricity is now exercising on the 
lives of the people- The members of 
the new transportation commission, 
Messrs. EI'lls, Wrighf and Miller, were 
also present.

The weather, tho a little cool, was 
bright and sunny, and the long list 
of attractions provided for the crowds 
was carried out unhampered and with/* 
out a hitoh. Five bands catered to t lie 
tastes of the lovers of miueic, while in 
front of the big grand stand were trot­
ting and pacing races, as wel'1 as 
vaudeville acts. Motorboat races, sing­
ing competitions and flying exhibitions 
were some of the other attractions. 
The poultry and pet .stock show also 
opened on Saturday.

Hydro Knight Speaks.
Addressing the two hundred persons 

gathered at the directors’ luncheon, Sir 
Adam Beck, who was introduced with 
rousing cheers, said there seemed to 
hax-e been an understanding that 
there would be an electric building 
this year for the fair, 'but they had 
fallen down. However, they would 
have a more splendid buÿdcng than 
had originally been contemplated, and 
it would have to be one of the finest 
in the group structures on the 
ground».

The president of the Newspaper 
Association had on a previous day 
said the admission to the fair and the 
newspapers were the cheapest things 
going, but he thought Hydro power 
might be included. However. Hydro 
rates were probably at the bottom, as 
the Toronto board now had a canny 
Scot on the board, who longed tor a 
good reserve.

Touching on the success of the 
Hydro movement, Sir Adam regretted 
the tendency to introduce politics in 
the management of public utilities. The 
development of the water powers was, 
he said, first launched 18 years ago, 
but worked for some time in the face

Government exhibits at the Exhibi­
tion this year show what can he ac­
complished in technical and vocational 
training under the supervision of Hon.
R. H. Grant, minister of education for 
Ontario. The exhibit this year Is far 
above the average, and is full of un­
usual Interest and instruction. This 
exhibit Is situated in the govemmeet 
buildings, near the west entrance of tl4J 
C. N. E., and indicates more than any­
thing else could the untiring energies 
of the department of education in On­
tario. The central theme of the ex­
hibit is the determination of the de­
partment to thoroly fit the child for 
the responsibilities of citizenship.

Major Clarkson James Is in charge 
of the exhibit, and It is spteclally note­
worthy as an indication of the work 
of the industrial and technical schools » 
thruout the province, with delightful 
exhibits showing the possibilities of vo­
cational training under the depart­
ment. But, not only are these sec­
tions well covered In the general dis­
play. There are more erudite- sec­
tions equally well selected. As for 
instance, the biological, emtomologi- 
cai and archaeological exhibits, which 
will interest specially the students of 
life and evolution, no matter under 
what aspects. Ornithology and botany 
are by no means neglected, and the 
most ancient .as well as the most 
modern specimens of reptilian life 
are given place among topical studies 
of ancient history.

The dental section is more than in­
teresting, and so is the hygiene 
hibit. A notable feature of the den­
tal exhibit is the X-ray photographs 
which are taken of any patients who 
may care to have them taken during 
shortly before his arrival. The plates 
the session at the “Ex.” The World 
saw one little print which was taken 
as soon as taken are supplied free to 
the patient.

The hygiene exhibit indicates' the 
great care which is "taken in the 
health of the children of the 
ince All the necessary equipment is 
shown. The minister of education be­
lieves that the health of the children is 
by far the most important considera­
tion of the department as a means of 
keeping both body and mind alive in 
the best sense of the term, and toe­
ing alive, therefore receptive to the 
best that education can provide.

That the department demands only 
the highest standards in all the work 
of the children Is shown in the quali­
ty noted at the exhibit. The.displays 
in technical and other departments, es- 
Jieclally in the manual training de­
partment, shows high order of accom- 
lishmenL It is generally realized that 
these exhibits are almost on a/par 
with the best machine exhibits in the 
large manufacturing plants of in­
dustrial centres.. Practical applica­
tion of manual training is here shown 
at Its best, and speaks much for the 
future of the province from Its men 
and women. \

Perhaps the essential value of this 
exhibit If the lesson it teaches that 
education today, at least In this prov­
ince, Is not confined to the mere rudi- 
mentaries, but embraces many of the 
most intricate and erudite mental pro­
cesses. The minister of education and 
his colleagues are to be congratulat­
ed upon the exhibit as an example of 
the highest type of untiring energy 
and enterprise.

pet birds of every variety are showing 
at the Poultry and Pet Stock Show, 
which Is being held at the Exhibition, 
and of this number easily 2000 gained 
one or other of the six ribbons award­
ed by the judges in the contest which 
dbncluded Saturday noon. Red, blue, 
yellow, white, *pink and green were the 
awards issued by the judges, of whom 
there were 12. Chanticlers showed up 
specially well. This is practically a 
new breed in Canada, and this is the 
flçst occasion they have been given 
place as such at the Exhibition. More 
than thirty were shown. American 
fowl and Brahmas, light and dark, 
were very fine.

On Monday many representative 
clubs are to meet, and officers will 
be elected. Among the clubs are the 
Booster-Roosters, better known as the 
Single-Comb Leghorns Club, of which 
there are 200 members in Canada.

Touching upon babies, it is well to 

note that the judges will be from 
among the best known hygiene experts 
in the city, and will Include Dr. Ed­
mund King, too well-known to need 
intranet ion ; Dr. Allan Tranfield 
Spohm, Dr. J.- F. L. KiMoran, Dr. A. H- 
Perfect and Drs. E. C. Dixon, Allan 
Aaams, F. C. Harrison and W J- Mc­
Collum. Babies will be judged in the 
dairy building, and mothers must be 
on hand at the weighing tent, oppo­
site the dairy bulldiing, not later than 
11 o'clock, or two hours before the 
judging begins. To be precise, the 
number of entries is 364. Mothers will 
do well to note that dressiness will ac­
complish little, the judges basing their 
decisions upon proportion as to weight, 
height, health and general deport­
ment. Too often mothers are worried 
because ttoedr babies, fine plump little 
fellows ,are not among the winners. 
The chances are What in such circum­
stances the babies are found to be out 
of proportion where proportion is es­
sential. There are five classes, not 
including the best baby in the show. 
Ten dollars is offered for the best 
baby in each class.

Benny Lewis, the expert dog fancier 
flrom the United States, has brought 
over a string of 32 beagles, hounds, 
terriers, spaniels and others, and 
among them are several Which he and 
Mrs. Lewis admire more than most of 
the others- One of these has gained 
first over all dogs of the show in 42 
consecutive shows during the past few 
years, and this is said to constitute 
an almost unbeatable record. Other 
notatxle breeders and kennelmen are 
bringing dogs over from- the United 
States and from Winnipeg, and, alto­
gether, there will be perhaps more 
than two hundred entries of all kinds. 
There will be six judges, one of whom 
will be an expert employed a.t Glen 
Head, Long Island, by the Scqdder- 
Townsend Kennels.

Thavius’ Band Will Attract.
Another attraction worthy of note 

will be Thavius' Band. This is an ag­
gregation which is not well known in 
Canada, but south of the line it has an 
enviable reputation, and much is ex­
pected of its attainments this week. 
General regret was expressed at the 
loss of the Creatore Band this week, 
the peculiarly emotional and sensitive 
touches, both with the baton and 
among tlhe musicians themselves^ hav­
ing proved increasingly popular to the 
Toronto public. Hope is expressed that 
Thavius will prove no less an attrac­
tion.

the largest power concern in the world. 
The commission wt.s now serving 261 
municipalities, and the demand was 
steadily growing. " He hod years ago 
urged the taking.over by the province 
of the rentals now going to the Do­
minion government for water powers. 
These rentals would make a quarter 
of a million dollars available to extend 
Hydro power to the rural districts, 
and increase the value of the farms.

"I know that the increased 
value of farms will more than 
pay for the installation of elec- 
trictiy in the rural districts," 

Chief Industrial Province.
Ontario had always been the chief in­

dustrial province of the Dominion, but in 
Quebec there is now a campaign to win 
from Ontario this proud position. No­
thing was so valuable to this country as 
the home market, and this could only be 
maintained and stimulated by all inter­
ests pulling together. The great anxiety 
today was the need of more power, al- 
tho the commission was now operating 
in twelve districts, and was developing 
17 wàter powers. This, when ready, 
w-ould make available 840,000 h.p. against 
350,000 h.p. now being developed.

There were a number of people, even 
some in public life, who knew little ot 
the operations of the Hydro Commission. 
The suggestion that there was anything 
financially unsound about these opera­
tions was unjust. They were as strong 
as any bank.

This performance takes place 
afternoon at 5 o’clock, and is much 
enjoyed by a large crowd, which, altho 
applauding the games the boys indulge 
in, seem to be more interested in the 
distinctive Scout stunts they perform.

Sir Adam then reviewed the work

But with all these 
handicaps this great undertaking 
would be ready to deliver power in 
the fall of 1921, in time to supply 
power for the operation of the To­
ronto street railway when taken over 
by the city. From that they would, 
he expected, go forward and perhaps 
take over the competing power con­
cerns at a fair price. The develop­
ment of power should, said Sir 
Adam, go on that the industrial ac­
tivities of this country might not be 
held up.

He was glad to see the minister of 
public works present and wished him 
godspeed in his road-building plans, 
but he believed the price of gasoline 
would go higher instead of lower, 
and that good roads and motors 
would not save the transportation 
situation. The building of tlhe Chip­
pawa scheme, he said I would make 
over a million tons. of broken stone 
available for road-building at half 
the ordinary cost. It was close to 
three railways.
