Ro-
form sud Retrenchment have already wade too rapid
strides—the British peopla have become too well ac-
quainted with their rights and their strength, to ren-
der it possible for any party er set of men now o
stop the progress of public improvement,  Reforma.
tion must progress : the spirit of the timos will not
suffir it to retrogade ; but it may be ullowed to pro-
gress wish pradence and moderation.  Some of thoso
beating the name of Whigs have shewed too evidens
sympioms of rash and violent radicalism, not to huve
gisen rise to yome wisgivings in patriotic breasts, lest
the mureh of alteration should be too impetuous and
irrestrainable.  Reform must be confined to reform
ulone, to render it beneficial and permanens in itg
cffects § the sudden and total revolution of ull €xistes
ing inetitutions, prosecuted with indiscriminate zeal,
can be productive only of anarchy und confusion ;

ress, whether the Duke of Wellington or any other
individual be at the besd of affairs. The problem,
then, to be solved, is, will his Grace, if so situated,
thus accomnodate himself to the demands of those
whase aflairs he is to direct ? And this problem can
never be solved by our speculations : time alone van
prove it : the Miinistry must be appointed before its
operation enn e seen ; but we venture to predict
