The picture post card fad has become
quite an important factor in the business
of booksellers and  other merchants
handling them and naturally as a result
of the great quantities of these cards pur-
chased by tourists, there has been a big
demand for one cent postage stamps.

BECOMES SERIOUS

General Bandera,
Leader, Killed

Encounter with Rural

Famous Insurgent
this Morning in

Revolutionists and Government
Troops Have Already Clashed.

HAVANA, Aug. 23—General Bandera,
the famous leader of Havana province,
who recently heéaded an insurgent band
and began operating against the govern-
ment, was killed early this morning in
an encounter with rural guards.

NEW ORLEANS, La., Aug. 23—The
Picayune special cable Zrom Havana
says:

HAVANA, Aug. 23—The t with
lBﬂ;DM&’S band occurred at bhxggh o’clock
tthis morning. A force of 100 mounted mu-
ral guards, which had for three days been
seeking to eurround the insurgent force
commanded by Bandera, finally’ succeed-
ed in doing so after the veteran command-
er had pitched his camp for the night. In
addition to Bandera, two of this followers
were killed, but not one of them captured.

In spite of government denials the re-
volutionary movement in Cuba has as-
sumed formidable proportions. The whole
island is in a ferment over the uprising,
and it is impossible to predict at this
time what the final result will be. The
government claims that it will be able to
suppress the revolt within two or three
weeks, but conservative people do not be-
lieve that the revolution can be crushed
so easily. The revolutionists have been
preparing for the struggle ever since the
presidential election, and the Palma ad-
ministration has underestimated their
strength.

It is"known that several cargoes of arms
and ammunition have been landed in

L

Cuba from the Florida coast during .the
past two months, and the insurgents are
abundantly supplied with war material.

It is believed by many Havana business
men that it will be necessary for the
United States to intervene and annex the
island before the revolution will be
crushed. Annexation is openly favored by
the commercial interests in all of the
larger cities and towns in Cuba. The
revolutionary leaders even prefer annexa-
tion to the United States to a continu-
ance of the present conditions. The
American residents on the Island of Pines
have taken sides with the revolutionists
against the Palma government and they
are giving the insurgents all aid possible.
The Isle of Pines will be an important
base of operation for the revolutionists.
"HAVANA, Aug. 22—The man who yes-
terday evening attempted to assassinate
General’ Emilio Nunez, Governor of Ha-
vana province, as the latter was entering
his home, gives the name of Luis Mor-
ales, and says he is a resident of Havana.
He does not attempt to justify his act.
