SPY WAS TRAPPED

BY A CANADIAN

German Was Getting Information
About Troopships and Drafts—
Sought Soldier’s Aid

London, July 28—Thanks to the
smartness of a Canadian soldier, a Ger-

man spy ‘has been discovered and sent-
enced by a British magistrate to six
months’ hard labor. Carl Amundus, a
native of Hamburg,’ was charged with
failing to register himself as an alien
and with attempting to elicit informa-
tion regarding the movements of troop-
ships. He left Hamburg last year and
went to Boston. After some months he
shipped as‘a trimmer on a steamer bound

|ley encouraged him to talk and Am-

pel by a British cru_§ser as' a carrier of
contraband and brought to Avonmouth.

Amundus obtained a military pass to
Bristol docks, made out in the name of
Charles Stephefis, and the prosecution
contended that he would be able to dis-
patch, by the ships, messages =~ which
would be free from censorship.
Lance-Corporal J. Stanley, a Can:-
dian, told the court that he met Amun-
dus at Bristol, and that after some con-
versation Amundus gaid: “I am sorry
to see you in that uniform. The Ger-
mans are sure to-win in the end.” Stan-

e

undus added that he was born in Ham-
burg, that he was a German officer, that
he had sent two messages containing
information to Germany hy way of the
United States and Norway, and that
since his letter had gone, six ships had
been torpedoed.

To lead him on, Stanley asked if there
was anything he could do for Germany.
In reply, Amundus said that informa-
tion as to the date that troopships left
would help, and the number of drafts
going to the front from camp would al-
s0 be useful. Stanley then communicated
with the police and had Amundus ar-
rested.
