Government, to be good, must be
efficient. It.must achieve the greatest
effort. If there be wastage of labor,
duplicatien, overlapping or lack of co-

ordination then there are serious de-
fects in the government machinery.
There must be unity of policy, unity of
responsibility and unity of direction.
Without these, government becomes a
slip-shod, ' haphazard, hit-or-miss busi-
ness, able to continue only because it
can demand tribute from the entire
nation.

A private business must be efficient
or die. It has no reserve on which
to call unless it has created that re-
gerve itself. It must sustain itself by
its own merits. Its manager must
avoid wastage, duplication, overlapping
and must co-ordinate all the parts of
his organization in a smooth-running
machine.  He is responsible and held
to-strict account for its success. He
.| directs it with a single aim and single
policy, his policy.

The United States presents to the
world numerous examples of gigantic
successful business organizations,
which to arrive at their great achieve-
ments must have been governed by
these principles. There was one di-
rection, policy and responsibility cen-
tered in one man, on whom the whole
operation of the immense organization
depended. The giant steel, oil, copper,
transportation and other industries
were developed under these geniuses,
who in their way, were veritable dic-
tators, whose words were law through-
out their respective realms. They cre-
ated smooth-running organizations of
human units finally reaching a degree
of efficiency which has been the marvel
of the world.

Promptly at nine o’clock each week-
day, I am at amy desk in the Viminale
Palace, the seat of the Ministry of the
Interior, to direct this huge machine.
I have under my immediate supervis-
jon the administration of seven minis-
tries, the presidency, interior, foreign
affairs, war, navy, air and “corporaz-
ioni,” the latter being an entirely
fascist creation designed especially to
deal with the relations between cap-
ital and labor. I also supervise the
command of the fascist militia, of
which I am commander-in-chief. The
work of these ministries is so coordin-
ated that the business to be transact-
ed is done with the dispatch of a highly
efficient private enterprise, ®

Every day for five hours, until two
o'clock, the entire government business
of these departments, except the min-
istry of foreign affairs, is directed and
supervised with business thoroughness
and rigidity. .

Chigi palace,
the seat of the ministry of Foreign
Affairs, where I remain until ten in the
evening on the constant go save for
taking a glass of milk at my desk at
six. The work is that of directing
Ttalian foreign relations, of examining
and answering correspondence, receiv-
ing ambassadors and  ministers, and
holding numerous imperative confer-
ences and audiences.

We have settled our debts with Eng-
land and America, stiffened Ttalian
Finance, strengthened the lira and now
have consolidated the public debt by
the launching of the Lictoral loan. For
our sea commerce, we built the
“Roma,” the biggest ship in the Medi-
terranean service, and will built two
new liners, “Rex” and “Dux,” the fast-
est in the world, forty knots an hour,
taking only four to five days from Italy
t:i New York and seven to Buenos
Aires.

FASCISM'S ACHIEVEMENTS

Fascism constructed in two years the
Rome-Ostia electric line, a project
planned .for 20 years, designed to give
the people of Rome access to their own
seashore.
