It is a
well-known fact that durmg the last few
years the tendency in glft giving has
gravitated toward the giving of useful
and needed articles. Consequently, there :
is practically no waste nor any very ser-
ious duplication. Gift giving has gotten
down to the basis pretty largely of giv-
ing ‘only such things as are needed by
the recipients.”

Mr. Howe said that in letters he was
receiving from business men from all
over the country there was a feeling that
the Council of National Defense did not'
appreciate the real situation and the re-
sultant effect upon business if a cam-
paign of publicity was started. . Many
merchants, he said, believed that while
the intentions of the Council of Na-
tional Defense were undoubtedly good,
the entire matter was being well handled
by the War Indutries Board, while a
campaign against holiday buymg would
only tend to stir up business without
cccomplishing any ' beneficial result.

“The merchants of the country,” the
statement concluded, “are willing and
glad to do everythmg in their power to
assist in the prosecution of the war, but
they are unable to see wherein needless
agitation, which is likely to break the
backbone of business, could be other
than harmful.”

What the Kaiser’s
Father Wrote of War

Emperor Frederic, the father of the pres-| "

ent Kaiser:

It is a gruesome thing to ride over a
battlefield, and the ghastly mutilations
that meet one’s eye are indescribahle.
War is an eppalling thipg, and the man
who brings it about with a stroke of his
pen at the “green table” little recks
what he is conjuring with,

There were only, two German wars
during the lifetime of the Kaiser’s
father—two brief and immensely suc-
cessful wars, which were both rushed

through while he was Crown Prince. The
first was the Prussian war ageinst Aus-
tria in 1866, which lasted‘ forty days,
with a total of between 5.000 and 6.000
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Prussians killed in action; and the sec-
‘ond was the war against France in 1870,
iwhen the present Keiser was eleven
'years old, and in which the total Ger-
man casualties were approximately 100,-
000—*just about the same,” as Sir Wal-
ter Raleigh said recently in a lecture at
Oxford, “as our casualties at Gallipoli.”
