She walked up and down 
Portland street and continued her plain­
tive wail until one of the ladies within 
range took .her to the police station and 
handed her over to the care of the officers 
of the law. She has light hair and is 
dressed in pink, with black shoes.

Little Miss Cora Belyea of A-cadia street 
wandered far from home on Saturday and 
was found in Mill street and returned to 
her parents by some of the neighbors who 
recognised her..

James F. Oram, aged 7, whose home is 
with his mother in St. Andrews street 
but has recently been Jiving with his uncle 
George Oram in Brittain street, attended 
his former church, the Portland ^uethodist, 
last evening and was afraid to go home 
in the dark. Lying down in the çtreet 
near a doorstep He fell asleep. He was 
found late last night by Mrs. Scott Fan- 
joy of Acadia street who took him in and 
this morning sent word to the police sta­
tion. One of the policemen went down 
and carried the prodigal to the station.

Master Oram gave out the information 
that his uncle was an employe of the Im­

’phone and asked to provide a means to 
have the nephew returned to his home 
and about 11 o’clock his mother called for 
him and tqok him to his home to keep 
company with his nine brothers and sis­
ters.

The race will be 
started next S&tprday July 22, at Brook- 
landMmt the day’s task is only a sort of 
tuning up flight of twenty miles to Hen­
don in the northwest of London, which 
one of the competitors will review on Sun­
day. On Monday at 4 a. m. they will 
start on "the second stage of the 343 miles 
from Hendon to Edinburgh. En route they 
will halt, after 20 miles at Marrowgate 
and after another sixeight miles at New­
castle thence over the flight of ninety- 
three miles to the Scottish capital.

The third stage will be from Edinburgh 
across Scotland to Glasgow and thence to 
Bristol, altogether 385 miles, with stops at 
St. Caling, “31 miles,” Glasgow. “22 miles 
Carlisle “eighty-six miles” Manchester, 
“103 miles,” Bristol “141 miles.”

The fourth stage, is from Bristol to 
Brighton, a distance of 224 miles. On this 
stage stops are arranged for Exeter, 65 
miles, and Salisbury Plain, 83 miles, the 
final stage to Brighton being seventy-six 
miles, and lastly a short flight of forty
