South Portland, Me,, Jan. 10—Plans
are being made by the Maine Central
Rallroad and the Portland Terminal
Company for additions to. their yards
in this city which will involve an ex-
penditure of §1,500,000.

These new yards will be Jocated
near the old Rigby race track, and will
be used chiefly for -classification of
freight.

1t will be necessary to-lay twenty-
seven miles of track, to erect a forty-
stall engine house, an office building,
and stockyards, besides smaller struc-
tures.
