A Horse On a Hand Barrow.

The Boston Train Off the Track.

The Boston train whichleft here last
evening at 10.45 o'ciock, standard, met
with quite an accident near Clarendon,
in Charlotte county, in consequence of
which the out going western trains
were somewhat delayed today and the
incoming Boston train, due this morn-
ing, did not arrive here till about 2.30
this afrernoon.

The Nelson-Alcryon case came up be-
fore the meeting of the National Trotting
Association at New York Friday.

American Opiaion of Belfast.

The Philadelphia Presbyterian says—
Belfast bids fair to outstrip Dublin in
population. In fact it now claims to be
the first city in Ireland. The lastcensus
gave it 208,122 inhabitants, while Dublin
had at that time 249,602. But now the
Belfastites figure out for next year's
census at 300,000, some placing the esti-
mate as high as 308,000. An evidence
of its marked advance upon its rival city
is the fact that in 187I it had only 174,
412, while Dublin numbered 346,326, so
that in twenty years Dublin, which stood
o far in advance, falls behind and Bel-
fast leaps to the front. The reason for
this growth is the business activity there
manifest.
