A CITY IN MOURNING.

TRIBUTES OF RESPECT TO TIIE
MEMORY OF MAYOR BARKER.

Resolutions Passed by the Common
L& il tal C and
Medical Stafi—Rev. L. G. MeNelll’s
Eunlogy. The Floral Tributes.

Business generally was suspended in
St. John after dinner to-day. The city also
assumed a general appearance of mourn-
ing. Stores were closed and blinds
drawn. The blinds of many private
residences were drawn during the entire
day. The request that private citizens
should put their flags at half-mast
was generally complied with. The flags
on all public buildings were hung half
mast and the shipp ing in the harbor
wore® similar emblems of mourning:
There has not been such a general day
of mourning in St. John in the memory
of the present generation.

The council chamber, City hall and
Mayor's office were draped in black this
morning under the direction of Mr.
Beverly Macaulay, of Macaulay Bros. &
Co. The Mayor’s chair and desk were
appropriately draped in black and fes-
toons of crape hung from the City coat of
arms over the dias occupied by the
Mayor’s chair. The draping was most
effective. The exterior of the city build-
ing was hung with cra and-
the Mayor’s room was draped in the
most presentable manner possible. Mr.
Barker’s desk and chair were also draped
with rosettes of black.

All the city offices closed at 1.30 to
give the officials an opportunity to atiend
the funeral of the city’s chief magistrate.

This morning hundreds of the citizens
paid their respects to the memory of the
late Mayor, Geo. A. Barker, by floral of-
ferings. Friends, societies and clubs
united in murking by these beautiful
tokens their appreciation of him whom
everybody held in esteem.

THE FLORAL TRIBUTES.

Amongst the many bouquets, and bas-

kets of flowers which had been sent by
friends,several floral designs were pree mi-
nent and unsurpassed in beauty and fra-
grance. One from the Polymorphian Club
represented “The Gates Ajar.” Support-
ed on abroad base of green the pillars
with arch above stood almost three feet
in height, and were entwined of white
and colored pinks; the arch was faced
with tinted roses, while bunches o
pansies rested at the bottom. The gatesf
of dasies, were open, and formed a fitting
tribute to the dead.
WA cross of red and white roses was the
City’s gift. The cross, the centre of which
was composed entirely of these fragrant
white blossoms, and the arms of red, was
rendered still more exquisite by the
borderings of green.

The commissioners of the General
Public Hospital expressed their sym-
pathy in a wreath of white and
and  pink roses entwined with
ferns. This wreath measured nearly
three feet across, and the colors were
blended with.the greatest imaginable

ste.

Mrs. David McLellan sent a wreath,
the very counterpart of that of the com-
missioners.

A crown from “Friends” was composed
entirely of red and white roses, inter-
twined with ferns. All these were pro-
cured from the conservatory of Mrs.
Jones, and each was a perfection in the
art.

A very beautiful cross of white and
pink roses and cornations, formeda
slight token of the esteem in which Mr.
D. C. Clinch and others held the memory
of the deceased. :

The cross, the colors of which blended,
was about two and a half feet in length
and was deeply garnished with sprays
and greenings. It was from Mr.
McIntosh’s hot-house which also con-
tributed a number of magnificient
boquets.

RESOLUTIONS OF SYMPATHY

The Common Council, the Hospital
Medical staff and the Board of Hospita
Commissioners met and passed the fol-
lowing resolutions of condolence on the
occasion of the death of our late Chief
Magistrate who was beloved by all with
whom he came in contact.

The resolution of the Common Council
is as follows:—

“The council having been informed of
the death of the late mayor, Mr. Geo. A.
Barker, which occured this morning and
which, although his continued serious
illness rendered such an event r-
haps more than probable, was certainly
unexpected, and the announcement of
which was received in the community
with universal and unmixed feelings of
the deepest regret, especially in view of
the fact that his election to office took
place at a very recent date, and that in
consequence of ill health he was enabled
to preside at only one meeting
of the council. It is, therefore,

“Resolved, That the council bereby ex-
press their entire concurrence in the
sentiment above indicated, in which
they are satisfied all the citizens share,
and their further regret thatit has not
been permitted to the late mayor to
guide and aid the council by his advice
and to satisfy his constituents, that in
ability and zeal he was as this council
believed eminently qualified to carry in-
to effect the various beneficial projects
suggested in his inaugural address and
to discharge the important duties of the
exalted office for which he was selected
by his fellow citizens; and it is further.

“Resolved, That the mayor and alder-
men and the staff of the city officials
attend the funeral of the deceased as a
tribute of respect for his memory, and
that with a like object a floral memorial

be provided for the occasion on bebalf of | -

the council ; and

“Further Resolved, That a copy of the
foregoing be forwarded to Mrs. Barker
by the common clerk with an expression
of the deep sympathy of the council in
her sad bereavement.”

This was® moved by Ald. Peters,
seccnded by Ald. Connor, spoken to by
Alds. Robertson, McCarthy, Tufts, and
others, and passed by a standing vote,

The resolutions of the Hospital Medical
staff are as follows:

Whereas the General Public Hospital
has sustained severe loss in the removal
by death of one of its commissioners,
Geo. A. Barker, who during his holding
of office showed a steadfast and marked
interest in the wellfare of the hospital;
therefore

Resolved, that the medical staft’ place
on record their sense of his personal
worth and appreciation of the loss the
hospital has sustained by his death, and
that they extend to Mrs Barker and
family sincerest sympathy in their
affliction ; and further

Resolved, that the medical staff attend
the funeral in a body, and that a copy of
the foregoing resolutions be sent to Mrs.
Barker.

And those of the Hospital Commission-
ers are as follows :—

Resolved, that the commisioners of the
general public hospital in St. Jobn on
the sudden and lamentable death of
Mr. George A Barker, mourn the loss of
an energetic and devoted member of the
hospital commission, who has for many
years taken an active part on the board,
bringing to the work warm sympathy
with the suffering and marked ability in
the discharge of the responsibilities con-
nected with the management of the in-
stitution. :

Elected within a few days past by his
fellow citizens to the distinguished office
of mayor of this city, the sad removal of
Mr. Barker from the activities of life has
evoked a universalexpression of the deep
feeling of public sorrow for his death and
sympathy with his family in their be-
reavement : it is I

Further resolved, That the commision-
ers unite with the community at large
in the general expression of heart-felt
regret at the sorrowful dispensation
which all alike deplore.

TRIBUTE TO MAYOR BARKER.

Rev. L. J. Macneill, at the close of
his sermon at Saiut  Andrew’s
church yesterday morning, made
special allusion to the city’s be-
reavment. He spoke of the universal
regret and sorrow, that one so recently
honored by the suffrages of our citizens
should be removed so prematurely.
Personally the speaker had but a slight
acquaintance with Mr. Barker, but he
voiced the'general feeling when he said :
We have lost a true-hearted friend and
one whose hand was ever extended to
the help of the unfortunate in obedience
to the ready sympathy of a tender heart.
The fact that he had been able to inspire
such confidence and enthusiasm in the
young men of St. John who rallied in
such members to his support on the
day of the election proved him to have
been possessed of qualities of heart and
head fitted to elicit men’s praise.
The address which he delivered
on taking the Mayor's chair
was evidence of his active mind, the
earneststudy he had given to civic ques-
tions and the whole-hearted energy with
which he resolved to carry out the dut-
ies of the office to which he had been
elected. The speaker referred to his
courtesy and gentlemanly bearing and
the promise which he gave of becoming
an excellent mayor. But death, which
knocks impartially at the doors of high
and low has robbed us. Touching allus-
ion was made to the loss felt by the lov-
ing wife and family, that mourn a kind
husband and father of whom they have
been suddenly bereft, by his fond father
and mother, brothers and sisters whose
family circle has now for the seventh
time been broken into,and by the thous-
ands who had lost a friend. He assured
the mourners of universal sympathy and
prayed that Divine grace might abun-
dantly sustain them in their sore afflic-
tion. He concluded by alluding

to the memories of the
past, of kindly acts and
generous frieudship, which our late
mayor has carried out into the unknown
land with him. Of his hopes, the preach-

erdid not presume . to ak, as his
sufficient {0 HADIE]

acquaintance was not

him to say with what feeling he faced
the great mystery and entered the eter-
nal world. But the universal hope was,
that being called from a chair oﬁmnar
in an earthly city, he might be admitted
to a seat of honor in “the city whose
builder and maker is God.”

Faneral.

The funeral of Mayor Barker was be-
vond question the largest and the most
generally attended ever held in St. John.
All the city officials were present and
every grade of society was represented
either in those who walked ahead or be-
hind the hearse or watched the proces-
sion pass.

As early as 2 o’clock tne crowd began
to collect in front of the residence of the
late Mayor, and long before the appoint-
ed time, the street for a couple of blocks
was packed with citizens who had come
to pay the last tribute of respect to the
Chief Magistrate of the city.

At 2. 80 the Common Council as-
sembled at the council chamber where
each of the Aldermen had a small band
of crape bound on his left arm. Mayor
Jack took the chair and explained as
briefly as possible the route the proces-
sion would take. The high constable who

is the marshal of the council formed the
procession and marched to the residence
of the late Mayor two blocks away.
