Be Made on Coal and 
Lumber.

Washington, D. C., July 19.—Presi­

dent Taft. will win his fight for free 
admission or lower rates of duty oh 
raw materials. Nearly every member 
of the conference committee on the 
tariff bill opneedes this. Indications 
are that when the new tariff bill be­
comes a law the rates on the articles 
which the president desired to come 
in free wilL.be as follows:

Iron ore free, present rate 40 cents 
per ton; oil free, now protected by 
countervailing duty; hides 7% per 
cent; coal, 45 cents per ton, present 
rate 67 cents; lumber probably $1.25 on 
rough, with senate rates on finished. 
This would be a material reduction 
throughout the lumber schedule.

When the conferees transferred to 
the president’s shoulders the responsi­
bility of putting the foregoing raw ma­
terials on the free list it was not be­
lieved he would meet with success in 
bringing about a changed sentiment in 
relation to these articles. For several 
days, however, members of congress 
have been going to the White House, 
and not a few came away convinced 
that the president was right in insist­
ing 4 that all the articles would stand 
lower rates. It was not believed that 
he would be able to put hides, lumber, 
ore and coal on the free list, but it was 
acknowledged that any reduction of 
rates of the pending bill on these ar­
ticles would amount to an administra­
tion triumph.

That a change of sentiment had 
taken place in the senate in the mat­
ter of free iron ore and oil was a mat­
ter of common gossip about the capi­
tol. It was stated that the 15 per cent 
ad valorem rates on hides would have 
to be cut in half, although some are 
still hopeful of retaining a rate as 
high as TO per cent.

Coal at 45 cents a ton, it was de­
clared, would prove satisfactory to 
every section except Wyoming, which 
fears that the industry in that slate 
might be ruined by cheap Canadian 
coal. Two railroads are now building 
from northwestern states to Canada, 
which will tap the Canadian coal fields.. 
It is understood that the 45 cent rate, 
If adopted, will provide for no change 
in the existing rate of 15 cents a ton 
on slack, but that the Elkins amend­
ment providing that this rate shall ap­
ply only to natural slack shipped as 
such at the mines, shall be accepted.

President Taft will win another de­
cided victory in. the Philippine free 
trade provision.

The action taken by the tariff con­
ferees settles the questioiyof giving the 
secretary of the treasury authority to 
issue 50-year bonds at a rate of interest 
not exceeding 3 per "cent to cover the. 
entire cost of purchasing the site and 
constructing the Panama canal. An 
amendment to the tariff bill giving the 
authority was prepared by Secretary 
MacVeagh. It was adopted by the 
conference.

There is no longer any question that 
the corporation tax amendment will be 
accepted.

At 
Roscoe the Canadian Northern railway 
lost one span of their bridge. The fact 
that so little loss w^s caused is matter 
for congratulation, as much danger ex­
ists in lumberyards and along the Can­
adian Northern railway right-of-way.
