The potato crop will suf­
fer considerably owing to the fact that 
fully half of the yield has not yet beem 
gathered on account of the great scar­
city of labor, and as the frost pene­
trated over two inches into the ground 
In some sections a large proportion of 
the crop has been spoiled. The price 
of potatoes is considerably lower this 
year than was the case in November, 
1908, but an Increase In quotations Is 
expected as a result of the damage 
done to the crop during the past fowl 
days.
