Nanaimé, June 15.—On the arrival of
Representative Moore, of the Western
Federation, at Ladysmith, a mass meeting
of the miners was held, and as far as can
be learned from authemtic sources the
question of relieving the men was finally
settled to their entire satisfaction, and
that a large sum of money is now em route
to enable themr to carry on the fight. A
counter proposal to Mr. Dunsmuir was also

drafted, and will be forwarded to himi at
Cumberland immediately. An increase in

wages to coal diggers and 10 per cent. to
mule drivers and pushers is demanded, in
fact a general increase all round is asked
for.

It
is now thought that the output at Cumber-
land, which is about 1,000 tons daily at
present, and the foreign import of coal,
will be sufficient to meet all demands.

General Assembly Recommends That
Present Conditions Be Maintained,

Vancouver, June 13.—At the General
Assembly the question whether Queen's
College should become undenomiuational
was decided this morning. A committee
appointed at a previons session reported
ag follows:

“As to the subject of Quetn's that the
assembly deprecates the prcposed sever-
srce of the connection between Queen’s
and the Presbyterian chureh, and recom-
mends, and will actively promote, a move-
ment for securing an adequate ircrease
in the endowment of the University if it
ig. decided to continue the corntction at
present existing, and that the moderator
be directed to appoint & commission of
the assembly with powers to confer wifh
ithe trustees of the University -and adopt
‘means to secure the necessary financial
aid for purposes of the University, with
the understanding that should it be found
advisable for the church to retain the
University with a guarantee of adequate
maintenance, the commission should re-
fer the question to the Presbyteries of
the three central synods before taking

final action; and that coosideration of
the question of consolidation = of the
theological colleges: embraced in Mr.

The report was adopted hy the as-
sembly, and Mr, Charlton sgconded the
motion to defer action om his rcsoiution.

Solemn
mass preceding the procession was cele-
brated by Rev. Father Stern, assisted
, by some of the clergy, in the presence of
{ Archbishop Orth, who was also assisted
by a number of visiting clerzymen. A&
the mass Archbishop Orth preached a
sermon: in English regarding the great
doctrine of the Real Presence of the
| Blessed Sacrament. He was followed by
| Very Rewv, Father Donckele, of Cooper
Island, who spoke to the natives in their
otvn tongue. After mass a procession
was formed, which was preceded by the
cross bearers and candle bearers, Then
came the Indian women, who recited
prayers in concert durirg the whole pro-
cession.. Following were the Indian men,
who also recited prayers and sang songs
and hymms in their own tongue. Further
down the.procession were the Indian chil-
dren of .Cooper Island, Quamichan ypd*
Duncan schools, who hoth" sang and’
prayed in English, WNext in the proces-
sion came a couple of hands from Cooper
Island ang the other fromr Saanich.
Both played sacred musie at intervals.
They were followed by the clergy and
Archbishop Orth, carrying the Blessed
Sacrament under a beautifully designed
canopy. Rear-Admiral Bickford and
family came next in the procession, and
following up in the rear were the “h,te
people present.

The procession went to St. Ann's con-
vent from the church, a distance of about
Lalf a mile, where benediction was pro-
nounced and then counter-marched. The
same.ceremony was repeated on their re-
turn to the church, and the assembly
then disbanded for ncon luncheon,

Imthe afternoon baseball matches were
rp}ay:(ed on the church gromnds, which
weré witnessed by the Indians and
clergy.

Speaking of the event, Archbishop Ortlx
said’ on Monday that there were fully
a thousand people attending the proces-
sion. The presence of Rear-Admiral
Bickford added interest to the gathering.
The Indian men were generally dressed
like white men and turned out in their
best. This was something he had insist-
ed on, but while his irstructions were
carried out in the one case the Indiam
women had not succeeded in their imita-
tions. of civiiization.

Archbishop Orth was particularly weilk
pleased with the Indian children, whome
he says sang in Latin, doing so with re-
matkable clearness and accuracy, %
