COMMISSION MERCHANT, THE A. B. LIME AND CEMENT CO Ya-oust a- south. Many of the household recipes printed 
in the newspapers are glaring frauds, cal­
culated to engender trouble and cause in­
felicity in the domestic circle.

The other morning Mr. Newbanke read 
in his favorite journal an article on “How 
to Amuse the children at Home.” The 
following formula was one of the plane 
suggested:

“Plaster*of-Paris is cheap : let the chil­
dren have some to mix with water, and 
pour into anything hollow, as, for instance 
the halves of old tin animals which hav 
been parted asunder, and the result will 
delight their young souls.”

Tommy, breaking in upon his parent’s re­
flections.

Mr. Newbauks rapidly grasped the 
situation, and his opinion of the recipe 
fell to zero as if by magic.

Mr. Newbanks soon discovered that the 
children had literally followed the news 
paper dizections, and poured the plaster 
“iuto anything hollow;” and if the author 
of the recipe had made his appearance at 
that moment he would have been assas­
sinated on the spot.

the waste-pipe in the bath-tub (plumber's 
bill for repairs, $11.45); papa's curious 
bronze inkstand, a relic of the Centennial 
— had never been soiled with ink—badly 
damaged; key-hole of the door (bill for re­
moving the plaster, $1.25); Rosie’s pocket 
—a rather brilliant idea, but a disma 
failure in an artistic point of view.

XVhen Mrs. Newbanke returned home 
she surprised her husband surveying the 
ruins— or “mess.” as she termed it—and 
from the significant manner in which she 
elevated her hands and fixed her eyes up­

The past year has been one of unusual 
prosperity for the ocean steam trade be­
tween England and America. We shall 
not, we have reason to believe, be far wroug 
if we assert that such vessels as the 
Alaska, Servia, Gallia, etc., earn each 
voyage from £18,000 to £20,000, nearly 
one-half of which is profit.

The Oregon will be ready for her trial 
trip, about midsummer, and she is intend­
ed to excel in speed the fastest ship now 
afloat. She will not be much larger than 
the Alaska, but her engines are|to indicate 
no less than 13,000 horse power. She 
will have but one screw, as we understand, 
about twenty-four feet in diameter, with 
a pitch of nearly forty. Steam will be 
supplied by twelve boilers, each with six 
furnaces. The Oregon will burn Wiboufc 
twenty pounds of coal per square foot of 
grate per hour, her consumption in twenty- 
four hours will not be much under 300 
tons ; and, allowing that each ton of coal 
evaporates nine tons of water, we find 
that no less than 2,700 tons of steam will 
DM88 throug her engines every twenty-four

A tank 100 feet square, to hold 2,700 
tons of water, must be nearly ten feet 
deep to prevent the water from running 
over the edge. If the tauk were 50 feet 
sqeare, the water would stand 38 feet JO 
inches deep in it. If the water were sup­
plied to a town, allowing 4 cubic feet or 
25 gallons per head per day, it ’ would 
suffice for a population of 24,000 souln. 
The totnl weight of water evaporated on 
the. run across the Atlantic will not be far 
short of three times that of the whole 
ship’s cargo, engines and all. Assuming 
thut she makes 20 knots an hour, omit­
ting fractions, 2,028 feet per minute, the 
thrust of her screw—that is to say, the 
force pushing her ahead through the 
water—will amount to over 94 tons, or 
about as much as 20 of the most powerful 
locomotive engines in England would ex­
ert if all were pulling at her together.
