Philadelphia, Pa., April 6.—Craige
Lippincoot, head of the J. B. Lippin-
cott Company, publishers, and one of
the most prominent men in financial
and social circles in this city, shot
.and killed himself early today at his
palatial home in West Rittenhouse
Square, the aristocratic residential
section of Philadelphia. :

Mr, Lippincott who was 65 years of
age, was of a highly nervous tempera-
ment and always had a fear of find-
ing burglars in the house. From this
fact his friends deduce that he might
have been alarmed by a noise and ac-
cidentally killed himself, while in a
state of nervous exeitement.

Detectives Tate and Wood, who
were assigned the case after several
hours’ investigation reported to Cor-
oner Ford, at 12.30 that without doubt
Sr. Lippincott committed suicide.

Senator Tag-
antseff, representing the influential
groups of the centre, claimed that the
broad internretation of paragraph 87
which was intended for use on extra-
ordinary occasions, establish a pre-
cedent endangering the whole struc
ture of the state. Senator Naryshkin,
spokesman for the Conservatives,
said that the members of his party
were not worried over the constity
tional guarantees, but the gove
ment’s action had shaken the trust of
the people in_ the emperor's word.
The government thoughtlessly had led
the Emperor into signing a measure
bearing a fictitious appearance of le-
gality, though it was substantially
illegal and without justification on
any ground.

North German Lloyd Liner With
1,720 Passengers Aboard,
Aground On Sandy Bar Near
Fire Island.

New York, N. Y. April 6.—Seven-
teen hundred and twenty passengers
within sight of the first of the big
lights which marked the finish of their
trans-Atlantic voyage, spent a sleep-
less night tonight on the great steam-
ship Prinzess Irene of the North Ger-
man Lloyd Line, fast in the sands off
the seaward coast of Long Island, on
the edge of “Graveyard of the Atlan-
tic” and less than 50 miles from the
harbor of New York. As night fell a
high ground swell was battering the
full length of the vessel's superstruc-
ture.

After running her big nose in the
sand during the fog early this morn-
ing the liner lay helpless throughout
the day surrounded by tugs and re-
venue cutters. Efforts to haul her free
after noon high tide failed and be-
cause of a rough sea no transfer of
passengers was attempted. The deci-
sion was then reached to leave all
hands on board pending renewed at-
tempts te drag her clear, early tomor-
row morning. If these fail transfer
will be made to the Prinz Friedrich
Wilhelm of the same line, which will
be sent to the scene from her dock
here soon after daybreak.
