Washington, June 28—Favorable re-
ply from Germany to the last note of
the United States concerning subma-
rine warfare the sinking of the
Lusitania, was predicted in an official
despatch from Ambassador Gerard re-
ceived today at the State Department.
It was transmitted to President Wil-
son at Cornish, Hampshire.
While the Ambassador did not at-
tempt to outline the forthcoming Ger-
man described the atmo-
sphere in Berlin official quarters as
favorable to a satisfactory reply. He
referred to the visit of Dr. Meyer-Ger-
hardt, the emissary of Count Von
Bernstorff, the German Ambassador,
poiuting out that the latter’s infor-
mation apparently had impressed the
German government with the idea that
the United States did not want war
with Germany, but desired a satisfac-
tory reply to her original demands.
The fact that Ambassador Gerard
took occasion to predict informally
the nature of the reply was regarded
as significant in official quarters here,
where it was pointed out that the Am-
bassador's forecasts in the past had
been conservative and consistent.
Ambassador Gerard understands the
German official purpose to be to make
no concessions which will affect the
