Agriculture was to see that a farmer
who grew a potato, or pumkin, or cab-
bage of unusual size received a prize
at an agricultural fair.

What we want to know now s why
certain farmers under certain con-
ditions are able to raise exceptional
products and we want to be able to
tell thy such and such a farmer had
fine products, and to distribute our
knowledge ‘throughout the province.
