Ottawa, June 14.—Some facts with 
regard to a case of alleged restraint 
of trade were brought out at the sit­
ting of the Cost of Living Committee 
of the Commons this moroipg. They 
were placed before the committee by 
H. ti. Stevens, who presided In the 
absence of Mr. Nicholson. He read a 
letter from the York Trading Com­
pany, Importera and wholesale groc­
ers, of Toronto, which said that on 
May last a charter was obtained 
from the provincial government and 
business was commenced. The presi­
dent 1» Robert Dawson, and the other 
officers are Donald McLean, James 
Blood, J. Bums, W. J. Nichols and 
James Valr.

Application was made tor member­
ship In the Wholesale Grocers’ Orga­
nization. Notices were sent to a num­
ber of manufacturers advising them 
of the formation of the company, and 
requesting to be supplied with their 
price list and terms. Copies of replies 
received from them were sent to the 
Cost of Living Commission, and the 
York Trading Company says:

“It will be seen, that, although 
they would be charmed to supply the 
new company, the personnel and 
membership being well-known to many 
of the manufacturers, they were un­
able to do so until it was admitted 
into full membership in the Whole­
sale Grocers* Organization."

After repeated requests for a speedy 
reply, this organisation stil delayed 
its final decision.

The letter goes on to s$y that offic­

ers of the York Trading Company 
waited upon the president of the 
Wholesale organization and the prin­
ciple reason for delaying the decision 
appeared to be the fear of further 
competition, and the cutting of prices 
on the part of the new company. In 
fact the assertion was even made by 
him that the organization had to main­
tain and safeguard the manufactur­
ers* prices.”

Amongst the manufacturers' letters, 
copies of which were sent to the Cost 
of Living Commission, were Channel 
Chemical Company, which said blank-

*We are unable to exten^ our Job­
bing discount; St. Lawrence Starch 
Company, Eugene Moore, Proctor and 
Gamble Distributing Company; E. W. 
Gllette Company, Limited; F. F. Dai­
ley Corporation; E. Fielding A Son."

Mr. Stevens said there were “rather 
startling facts which needed the con­
sideration of the Commission.”

Now York, June 14—«Ralph de Palma 
taking the lead In the thirteenth mile 
of a fifty mile International auto race 
at the tiheepshead Bay track today 
broke all world’s records for fifty 
miles, winning by a margin of a third 
of a lap, In 26 minutes, 23 2-10 seconde. 
The previous record for the distance 
was 26 minutes, 67 3-10 seconds made 
by Louis Chevrolet, over the same 
track September 22, 1917. De Palma 
crowed the finish line two-thirds of a 
mile ahead of Dave Lewis and Joe 
Boyer, who finished second and third, 
only a few feet apart. At thirty miles 
De Palma's time was 1£ minutes, 6 8-10 
eeoondy wiping out the world's time of 
16 minutes, 2 3-6 seconde made by 
Mulford In another race scarcely an 
hour previously. Hie time for forty 
miles, 2il:39 4-10 and hie averago 
speed tor the fifty miles was 114-6 
miles an hour.

Dario Resta had engine trouble at 
the start and quit the race on the first 
lap. Ira Vail retired for a similar 
cause in the fourth.

Four racee, two at ten miles each, 
one at thirty miles and the fifty mile 
event, made up the programme. Mul- 
ford won the 30 and one of the ten 
mile races, the other ten mile event 
being wttt by Thomas Milton.

New York. June 14.--A new re'ird 

tor ten miles In automobile track rac­
ing was established today by Tom 
Milton, in the first heat of the 110- 
mile International sweepstakes conte*, 
at the Sheepshoad Bay speedway. Mil­
ton’s tilme was 6 minutes and 20 1-5 
seconds, which Is 3 3-6 seconds faster 
then made by Ralph Palma on the 
same track on August 7 last Ralph 
Multord finished second, and Dario 
Rf.sta third. Only a few leet separated 
the three drivers at (die finish.
Lewis third and Joseph Thomas fchlrd. 
and Joseph Boyer did not start.

Milton's car averaged 112.4 miles an

A new record of 16 minutes, 20 2-5 
seconds in the second heat, 30 miles, 
was established by Ralph Mulford, the 
winner. The best previous mark was 
lo minutes, 23 2-5 seconds made by De 
I'alma on this track last August

De Palma finished second, David 
Lewis third and Jooseph Thomas third. 
Mulford drove at the average speel of
110 44 miles an hour. Milton, Rey­
nolds, Vail and Boyer did not start in 
this event.

The third heat, ten miles, substi­
tuted for the twenty-mile event, was 
won by Ralph Mulford, in 5 minutes, 
2* 1-6 seconds, an average spoed of
111 miles an hour. Boyer finished sec­
ond, De Palma third, and Lewis fourth.

This is then checked up with the posi­
tion which should have been reached 
according to the measured ground- 
speed, and in the short distance 
traversed during the first hour there 
should be no appreciable discrepancy.

"The navigator now has time to 
busy himself with settling down fot 
the Journey after the hurried prepa­
rations at the start, and to pay a lit­
tle attention to the many calls coming 
over the wireless. By this time he is 
almost out of range with his sending 
apparatus, but. signals continue to 
come in bearing messages of cheer, 
and perhaps some humorous sugges­
tions as to conduct en route, to which 
unhappily, the appropriate replies 
cannot be sent.
