Macleod, Alberta; Jan. 30—(Special)

—This town was invaded on Monday night
by fully six thousand head of half famish-
ed range cattle, which remained within a
half mile of the business centre of the
town all day yesterday. Mounted men are
endeavoring to drive the animals outside
the town limits.
. The. range cattle are now in exceedingly
bad shape and the mortality this winter
will run high. From walking through the
crusted snow the legs of the animals are
raw and bleeding. Many of them can
hardly stand and every night many die
from exposure and weakness.

Regina, Sask., Jan. 23.—A furious
storm is sweeping over the prairie and
traffic is completely tied up. For the
first time in th.: distressful winter this
city is fearing a fuel famine, having hi-
therto escaped, owing to Regina being the
provineial distribution point for the prin-
cipal western coal mines. Local dealers
have been counting on cars of coal, al:
ready many days on the road, to relieve
the situation, but the blizzard in progress
threatens to stop even those belated sup-
plies. The mere fact of a coal famine
here indicates acute distress at many out-
lying points dependant on this city for
fuel supplies.

It is now conceded that never since 1881
have conditions been so bad, both in re-
gard to blizzards and intense cold. The
population is increasing so rapidly and new
centres are developing so fast, that even
under ordinary circumstances it would
have taxed the coal dealers and transpor-
tation companies to keep up with the.
fael demand. This winter, however,
transportation has been often, for days
together, at a complete standstill, these
conditions being actually worse south of
the boundary on the Great Northern than
in the Canadian northwest. Never, per-
haps, have the people prayed so ardently
for spring, though fears are already rife
on that account, for the snow has been|
so heavy that' the break up, unless accom-|
panied by warm, drying winds, is bound!
to result in 'serious floods, and the grave|
re ardation of spring seeding.

| MORE YANKEE
YARNS ABOUT
f KINGSTON OFFICIALS

New York, Jan. 29—The Panama rail-
road steamer Advance arrived today from
Colon, after landing supplies at Kingston
for the earthquake sufferers. The chief
of commissary from the canal zone was
in charge of the provisions and tents.
Fifty-seven passengers were carried from
Colon to Kingston, all of whom were
canal laborers returning to their homes
in Jamaica to look after their families.

Officers of the Advance say the wvessel
was rather curtly received at Kingston.
Efforts were made td charge port dues
and it was said no official appeared to
exert himself to accept the offeringy
brought by the steamer. One lighter load
of provisions was capsized and the food
spilled in the bay and lost while the of-
ficials were disputing with the negro la-
borers as to payment for their services
in handling the goods.

The Advance, on sailing, left tons of
provisions on the dock. XNo passengers
were brought from Kingston.

STANDARD OIL
POLICY RUIN

Monepoly and Death to Competition Its Motto, Asserts Re-
port of the Interstate Commerce Board— Their Profits
Very Large—Have Killed Competition.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 28—That ruin

of its competitors has been a distinct part
of the policy of the Standard Qil Com-
pany, and that monopoly accounts for its
large profits, not economy, is the govern-
ment verdict on Standard Oil.
The interstate commerce commission to-
ay sent to congress a report of the in-
vestigations made by it under the Tillman-
Gillespie resolution, approved March 7
last, concerning thz relations of common
carriers by- rail to the production and dis-
tribution of oil.

The report covers the distribution of
petroleum and its products east of the
Mississippi river, and, incidentally, the
Kansas and Texas fields.

The report points out generally the
methods by which the Standard Oil Com-
pany ‘“has built up and perpetuated its
monopoly and the relations of transpor-
tation agencies to that monopoly.” It is
asserted that “the ruin of its competitors
has been a distinct part of the policy of
the Standard Oil Company in the past,
systematically and persistently pursued.”

Considerable of the ground covered has
| been gone into fully in the report on oil
iand its distribution, made public by the
| bureau of corporations.

“No instance,” the report says, "is
|found where any railway company has
,been interested in oil lands or in petrol-
eum production, and only one instance is
shown where officials of a railway com-
pany were interested in the production
and sale of oil. This relates to certain
officials of the Baltimore & Ohio South-
western railroad having owned stock of
the Argand Refining Company, which was
on their recommendation afterward sold
to the Standard Oil Company, and the
Jubricating contract, which the road
transferred to the Galena OQil Company,
a Standard company.

The Standard Oil Company largely
monopolizes the handling of petroleum
from the mouth of the well until it is
gold to the retailer, and some times to
the consumer, and-under ordinary circum-
stances its margin of profit is very large.
Estimates made in the report show a
profit on refined oil from the Sugar Creek
refinery at Kansas City of from 5 to 8
cents per gallon. A much higher profit
is indicated for gasoleme.

“The evidence shows little basis for the
contention that the enormous dividends
of the Standard Oil Company arc the
legitimate results of its economies. Ex-
cept for its pipe lines, the Standard has
but little legitimate advantage over the
independent refiner. ¢

“The Standard buys advertising space
in many newspapers which it fills, not
with the advertisements, but with read-
ing matter prepared by agents kept for
that purpose and paid for at advertising
rates, as ordinary news. The assumption
is that this literature furnishes jnany of
the ideas touching the great benefits con-
ferred upon the public by the Standard
0il Company.

“Possession of the pipe lincs enables
the Standard to absolutely control the
price of crude petrol®um and the price
which its competitors in a given locality
shall pay. It can raise the price in one
locality and obtain its own oil from an-
other, and reverse the process when it
desires to do so. Whoever controls the
avenues of transportation of the raw ma-
terial or of the refined product can specd-
ily drivs its competitors out of existence,
and the production and distribution of
petrolcum is no exception to the rule.”

The pipe line system of the Standard,
the report contends, is not a natural, but
rather an artificial advantage. It 1s.ar-’
gued that the reason why long pipe lines
competing with those of the - Standard
have not been provided is found in ob
stacles in the way of such undertakings,
having beemr opposed by the railroads,
whose right of way has generally stood
as a Chinese wall against all attempts to
extend pipe lines.

Ordinarily, it is said, the Standard has
not received rebates in recent years, SO
far as has been discovered, but it has
nevertheless enjoyed secret rates possess-
ing all of the elements of illegal rates,
and the advantages so obtained over in-
dependent shippers have been Of very
great value to that company.

Numerous instances of discrimination
in favor of the Standard, resulting from
the published railway rates were found,
says the report.

In this connection the following is an
instance given by the commission:

“A low rate of 10 cents per 100 pounds
upon pertroleum and its products existed
for many years from Neodesha, (Kan.)
where the Standard operated a refinery,
to Kansas City. This was for the inter-
est of the Standard, but when the Stan-
dard constructed its refinery_ at Sugar
Creek, Kansas City, and connected it by
pipe line with the Kansas oil wells, the
rail rate was advanced from 10 to 17 cents
per 100 pounds.

«While the railways insist that this was
not done at the instance of the Standard
the significant fact remains in this and
many other cases called to the commission’s
attention, that the rate was not changed
until it came to be for the interest of the
Standard that it siould be changed, and it
was also changed as that company would
naturally desire.”

In discussing the assertion contained in
tha report that ‘‘the ruin of its competi-
tors has been a distinct part of the policy
of the Standard Oil RCompany,” the com-
mission says that one method has been the
organization of a perfect system of espion-
age over the shipments of its competitors,
resulting in knowledge as to the destina-
tion of every car of oil leaving the refin-
ery of anTindependent.

The Standard agent at the destination,
gays the report, is held responsible if the
independent oil is sold.

The report continues:

“It does not appear that the railroad

s

this information, or that the practice has
been sanctioned by superior officials of the
roads, but it does appeay that such infor-
mation is systematically obtained from
railroad employes. The testimony shows
that. the Standard at one time, if it does
not now, devoted a fund to the purpose
| of obtaining this information. It has fre-
| quently happened, when the supply of in-
| dependent oil in a particular territory was
|low and a shipment was peculiarly neces-
sary, that the shipment bas unaccountably
|gone astray. Information also appears to
have been given the Union Tank Line,
a creature of the Standard, concerning the
whereabouts of its cars, while such infor-
IImation was not furnished to other owners
ot tank cars, and some discrimination in
tank car mileage in favor of the tank line
is shown for one railroad.”

| The assertion is made that it is the prac-
tice of the Standard, whenever a competi-
tor erects a storage tank to which the oil
is transferréd from the tank car, to re-

companies have directed the furnishing of,

duce the price of oil in that locality te
such a point as to make the business un-
profitable to such a competitor,while prices
were maintained in other localities.
“There was much complaint that the rail-
roads allowed the Standard to erect its
tanks at convenient points on the railroad
right of way and declined to accord this
privilege to independent refiners. The com-
mission says it is satisfied!that such dis-
crimination has been very generally prac-
tised in the past.

The report shows that at present every
considerable railroad in the United States
is buying of the Galena Oil Company, one
of the Standard’s companies, most of its
lubricating and signal oils, the prices paid
for lubricating oil, which is of three grades,
being substantially the same to the various
roads.

The contracts generally contain a guar-
anty to the road that the cost of lubrica-
tion shdll not exceed a certain sum per
mile or engine mile, and provide for oil in-
spectors appointed by the oil company
to supervise the use of the oil.

The Galena company is rarely called
upon to pay anything under the guaran-
ty, and the prices obtamed by the oil
company are extravagantly high. Oils of
the same grade could be bought in the
open market foriabout one-half the Galena
company’s price.”

The report severcly arraigns the Stand-
ard’s methods of competition. On this
point it says, in part:

“The Standard has repeatedly, after be-
coming the owner of a competing com-
pany, continued to operate it under the
old name, carrying the idea to the pub-
lic that the company was still independent
and competing with the Standard.

“It has used such purchased or inde-
pendently organized companies to kill oft
competitors by such companies reducing
prices. The operation of such fake inde-

|pendent concerns has been one of its most

offective means of destroying competition.
The Standard has habitually reduced the
price against its competitor in a particu=
lar locality, while maintaining its prices
at other places. When competition was
destroyed it advanced or restored former
prices.

“The Standard has sold different grades
of oil at different prices from the same
parrel. It has paid employes of inde-
pendent oil companies for information as
to the business of those competitors, and
has paid employes of industrial compan-
ies to secure the adoption of its oil in
preference to that of its competitors.

“Tt has followed every barrel of inde-
rendent oil to destination. Its agents are
instructed to secure customers at any
sacrifice. Tt has tampered with the oil
inspectors in different states. The laws
of several states concerning the inspec-
tion of oil are singularly defective, and
this has been turned to profit by the
Standard. -

“T'he commission’s only knowledge of
the competition methods of the Stand-
ard Oil Company is obtained from evi-
dence taken under oath in this investiga-
tion. The Standard was given permis-
sion to explain or rebut the facts. This
evidence, if true, demonstrates that the
competitive methods of the company in
the past have been unfair and even dis-
reputable.

“Ite motto has been the destruction of
competition at any cost, and this policy
has been pursued without much refer-
ence to decency or conscience, and it is
significant that the larger independent
refiners scll the greater part. of their
product in foreign countries.

“One independent testified that 75 per
cent. of his product went abroad, and
gaid that he could compete . with the
Standard in Germany, where its meth-
ods as followed in this country would not
be tolerated, but that he could not com-
pete with it here.”

On the question of remedies the report
makes these observations:

“More than anything else the pipe line
has contributed to the Standard Oil mon-
opoly, and its supremacy must continue
until its rivals enjoy the same transpor-
tation facilities.

“The amended act to regulate com-
merce makes the existing pipe lines com-
mon carriers, subject to that act; and the
power to prescribe just and reasonable
rates, regulations and practices, after com-
plaint_ and hearing, is conferred upon the
commission. ;

“But the pipe line tariffs filed with the
commission are alleged to be of no actual
advantage to the independent operators.
The commission can only act upon these
schedules after complaint has been made,
challenging specific rates, regulations or
practices. Some complaints are now pend-
ing. How far the amended act will prove
adequate to the correction of such injus-
tice as now exists in respect to this
traffic remains to be seen.

“Since, in the past, petroleum rates
have not always been established to pro-
mote, but often to check traflic, and the
tariffs are more or less permeated with
discrimination in favor of the Standard
Qil Company, having been built up during
a series of years in that view, it may be
that this discrimination will never be
eliminated by any process of complaint
against a specific rate of practice. i

“Judging by the past, discrmirations
as to this traffic may arise more frequent-
ly than those now existing can be routed
out by that method. As to no other im-
portant traffic is there an approach to
the monopoly of the Standard Oil in that
of oil. )

“Under these conditions it may become
necessary to the uprooting of established
wrongs'and the prevention of others that
the government shall fix in the first in-
stance the rates and regulations for the
transportation of this traflic. This me-
thod has been adopted by the Legislature
of one state.

*1t probably will be tfound necessary
to disassociate in the case of oil, as in
that of other commodities, the function
of tramsportation from that of production
and distribution, What other remedies
in addition to those already provided it
may be necessary to prescribe can be bet-
ter determined in the mear future by the
results of experience in administering the
present law.”
