The expense of this additional equip-
ment and the many changes aboard ship,
which it involves, will be not less than
$100,000.

This work has been undertaken despite
the fact that the Eastern Steamship boats
are never more than an hour’s sailing dis-
tance from shore and, in many instances
a very small fraction of that time.

No sooner,
however, had Mr. Hazen gotten into power
than he placed his friend, H. A. Powell in
a position to charge the province over
82,000 for his services in connection with
the useless Central Railway nivestieation,
and various other persons, including a
judge of the supreme court, received over
$5,000 more in connection with the same
inquiry.
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
