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Upon the whole, therefore, it may be stated that the settlers are in a satisfactory
condition. The scheme so far has been in the nature of an experiment, and the
experience acquired hags been most valuable, as showing in what respect its details
require to be amended. There is every reason to believe, as the result, that
colonisation on a much larger scale than has hithertc been attempted is practicable,
and that it can be carried out in a satisfactory manner, to the advantage of the
settlers, and with the certainty of their attaining a position in a few years which will
enable them to return the money advanced to them.
