Meanwhile, it is said that the 7-cent 
stamp is in use comparatively little 
and will be withdrawn from circula­
tion.

Now that the cold weather is ap- 
proaching the usual influx of visitors 
may be expected from the Western 
provinces and Northern Ontario. No
