A Margtage A8D A Murper.—It was but a few
weeks ago that we published the marriage of George
Higginbotham, of Raleizh County, (v Miss Rebecca
Gwin, of Fayette. We have to record the bride-
aroom’s arrest for the murder of his wife, almost ere
the honeymoon was over. There was some disparity
belween the ages of the pair—16 or 1S years—and the
marriage seems to have been consummated with
mean motives on the part of the husband. ‘'Phe Lride
had a property of $3,000 or $4,000 in her own 1ight,
and the husband, wlio seems to be a person of an ob-
tuse and a mean mind, coneeived the idea that by
gelting her out of the way he could possess her pro-
perty. Being at the Blue Sulphur Springs on Clirist-
mas Day, he bought two ounces of arsenic and a
quantity of Inaf sugar; and on his return home, ad-
ministered a dose to his unsuspicious wife. The dose
was so large that it caused vomniting, but enough was
left on the stomach to cause her death in abont half
an hour. The husband was over solicitous in hurry-
ing the funeral, which cansed her relatives to take
the corpse to her mother’s ju Fayette. Herc they
resolved upon having a coroner’s inquest held over
the corpse, and sent for Dr. Hunter, of this 10wn, 1o
make aun examination. We have not Jearned the na-
ture of the Jury’s verdict, bat it was such as autho-
rized his arrest.  Dr. H. brought the heart and
stomach of the deceased away with him, and last
nioht submitled the contenis of the latter 1o several
chemical tests, which conclusively show the presence
of arsenic in large quaatities. Higginbotham is now
in Fayette Jail ; but as the crime was committed in
Raleigh County, he will doubtless be remaved thither.
— Greenbier (Va) Era.
