ARTICLE 11— LOCAL BRANCHES.

Besides the general association, whose headquarters shall be
in the City of Toronto, local branches niny be formed in differ-
ont cities, towns and villages.

ARTICLE 1V, MEMBERSHIP.

All persons making annual contributions to the objects of the
awsociation, and all subseribers to the Provestant shall be con-
desired membens of the looal branch where they rewide.

Every person making an annual contribution of at least one
dollar shall be a member of the general association.
ARTICLE V.~ OFFICERS.

The officers shall be a president, & number of vice-presidents,
secretary, treasurer, and an official organizer, who shall consti-
tute the executive.

Local Branches. —The offices shall be president, vice-president
wecretary-treasurer, and as many additional members as the
branch may elect to form a strong executive.

ARTICLE VI, MEETINGS.

The annual meeting of the general association shall be held at
such time and place as the executive may determine, due notice
having been given in T PROTESTANT.

Local Branches shall determine their own meetings.

ARTICLE VI ORGAN.
Tue Prorestant shall be the official organ of the association.
ARTICLE VIIL- AMENDMENTS.

Amendments may be made at any regular meeting, by a two
thirds vote, due notice if any amendment having been given in
Tue PROTESTANT.

Thix work
must be undertaken in the spirit of Christ and for His Glory.
