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Canada Temperance Act.

AN ACT RESPECTING THE TRAFFIC IN
INTOXICATING LIQUOES, ¥

Assented to 10th of May, 1878.]

Whereas i 1s very desirable to pro-
wote temperance in thz Dominion. and
that there should be uniform legisla-
tion in all the Provinees respecting the

traffic in intoxicatng liquors:
Ther fore Her Majesty, by and with
the advice and consent ot the Senate

and House of Cummons of Canada,
enacts as follows :
PRELIMNARY,

1, This Act may be cited as ‘“ The
Canada T uuu’/‘alu(‘(’ .‘10/, 1"5/-’3.”

2. [n this Act, the expression “intoxi-
cating liquor” means and cowprebends
any and every spirituous or maltliquors,
and every wine, and any and every
combination of liquors or drivks that
is intoxicating; and the word “ county”
includes every town, township, parish,
or municipality, except a city, within
the territorial limits of the county, and

also a union of counties where united |

for municipal purposes.

4. Any petition to the Governor Gen-
eral in Council for the bringing of the
second part of this Act into force in
any county or city may be in the form
in Schedule A to this Act, or in worus
to the same effect.

5. Such petition may be embodied as
:n Schedule A to this Act, in a notice in
writing addressed to the Secretary of
State for Canada and signed by elec.
tors qualified and signed by electors
qualified and cempetent to vote at the
election of a member of the House of
Commons in the county or city, to the
effect that the signers desire that the
votes of all such electors, hereinafter
termed electors to be taken for and
against tlhe adoption of the petition.

6. Together with, or in addition to,
every such notice there shall be laid be-
fore the Secretary of State evidence that
there are appended to it the genuine
signatures of at least ome-fourth in
number of all the electors in the county
or city named in it, and that such no-
tice bas been deposited in the office of
the Sheriff or. Registrar of Deeds of or
in the county or city, for examination
by any parties, for ten days preceding
its being laid before the Secretary of
State ; and that two weeks previous no-
tice of such deposit had been given in
two newspapers published in or nearest
to the county or city, and by at least
two insertions in each paper.

7. In case it appears by evidence to
the satistaction of the Governor General
in Council that any such notice has ap.-
pended to it the genuine signatures of
one-fourtt: or more of all the electors in
the county or ¢ity named in it, and has
been duly deposite] as aforesaid, His
Excellency in Council maY 18sue a pro-
clamation under this rart ot this Act.

8. Such proclamation shall be sert-
ed at least three times in the Canadu
Fazette and three times in the Official
Gazette of the Province in which the
county or city is situated.

12. All persons qualified to vote at
the election of a member of the House of
Commons, in the county or city to
whieh any prcclamation issued under
this Act relates, on the day on which a
poll is held in compliance with such pro-
clamation, and no others, shall be qual-
ified to vote and to have their votes
pelled on that day, for or against the
adeption of the petition mentioned in
such proclamatien.

95. When in any county or city one
half or more of all the votes polled have
been against the adoption of any petition
embodied as aforesaid in any notice and
in any proclamation, under this, the first
part of this Act, no similar |petition
shall be put to the vote of the electors
of such county or city for a period of
three years from the day on which such
vote was taken.

96. When any petition embodied as
aforesaid in any notice and in any pro-
¢lamation under this, the first part of
this Act has been adopted by the electors
of the county or city named thereic and
to which the same relates, the Gover-
nor General in Council may, after the
expiration of sixty days from the day on
which the same was adopted by Order

zelte, declare that tae second part of thiy
Act shell be 1n forece and take effect 1n
sach county or city upon, from and
after the day on which the annoual or
semi-annual licences for the sale of
spirtuous liqnors then in force in such
county or city will expire; provided
such day be not less than ninety days
from the day of date of such Order in
Council ; and if it be less, then on the
like day in the then following year; and
upon, from and after that day the sec-
ond part of this Act shall become and
be in force and take effect in such couu-
ty or city accordingly. ‘

97. No Order in Council issued un-
der the provisions of this Act shall be re-
voked until after the expiration of three
yearsfrom the day of coming into force
under it of the second part of this Act,

Governor General praying for such re-
vocation has been embodied :n a notice
in writing addressed to the Secretary of
State of Canada aud signed by onme-

8 Provided also, that any merchant |
or trader exclusively in wholesale trade, |
and duly licensed to sell liquor by |
wholesale, having his store or place for |
sale of goods within such county or city, |
may thereat keep for sale and sell intox- |
icating liquor, bat ouly in quantities‘
not less than ten gallons at any one
time, and only to druggists and others
icensed as aforesaid, or to such persons |
as he has good reason to believe will
henceforth carry the same beyond the
limits of the city or county, and of any
adjoining county or city in which the
second part of this Act is still in force,
to be wholly removed and taken away
In quantities not less than ten gallons
at a time:

9 Inany prosecution against a produc-
or, distiller, brewer, manufacturer, mer-
chant or trader under this section, it
shall be incumbent on the defendaat to
furnish satistaciory evidence of having
good reason for believing that such
liquor would be removed beyond the
fimits of the county or city in which the
second part of this Act is'then in force,
for consumption outside the same.

PENALTIES AND PROSECUTIONS FOR OF-
FENCES AGAINST THE S8ECOND PART.

100 Whoever by himself, his clerk,ser-
vant or agent, exposes or keeps for sale,
du'ectly or mdimctly, on any pretenee
or by any device, sells or barters. or in
consideration of the purchase of any
other property, gives to any other per-
8on, any spirituous or othe intoxicat-
ing liquor, or any mixed liquor capable
of being used as a beverage and a part
of which isspirituous or otherwise ic-
toxicating. in violation of the second
part of this Act, shall be liable on sum-
mary conviction to a penalty of not less
than fifty dollars for the first offence,
and not less than one hundred dollars
for the second offence and to be im-
prisoned for a term not exceeding two
months for the third and for every sub-
sequent offence; and whoever in the
employment or on the premises of an-
other, 8o exposes and keeps for sale, or
sells, or barters, or gives in violation of
the said second part of this Act shall
be held equaily guilty with the princi-
pal, and shall be liable on summary
conviction to the same peaalty or pun-
ishment. And all intoxicating liquors
in all kegs, barrels, cases, bottles, pack-
ages or receptacles of any kind what.
ever in which the same are contained
shall be forfeited.
