While' Socialism séems to be pro-
gressing backward in Canada, as
evidenced by ‘the recent election’s re-
sult in British Columbia, it is steadily
gaining ground in Europe. In England
every bye-election ghows the impor-
tant influence of the soeialistic ‘jator
factor in British politics. The socialist
elddtors ‘hold the balance of power in
more than one district in greater Ln-
don; although in ' th& municipal: &lec-
tions held on November 1 in Liverpool,
Braqupd, Coven_t}:y. and severa] smal-
ler " cities, “the socialistie candidates
were defeated. It'is in the Parlia-
ments of the Continent, however, that
the present political strehgth of So-
cialism is most strikingly shown. At
the October election in several of the
German. states there were notable So-
clalistic victories, . Of the sixteen seats
contested for Jaté in October, repre-
senting Berlin in the Prussian Land-
tag, the Boplalists captured fourteen,
as compared with eleven at the pre-
ceding election of Npvember 3 ot i
ceding election. This triumph is made
more significant hy the. fact that.in
the preceding election of November 3
the Socialist yote *is Fepresented as
belng 44,000, as againgt 26,000 at the
election of last year“while the united
poll of ali their “oppbdénts fell from
86009 fo $1000. The yempits in Baden
showed g Sopialist! Wietory in twenty
districts, g8 against twelye hitherto.
In Saxony the Sgeialists captured
twenty-four seats, as against one in
the preceding election.

The difference between public opin-
ion theve gnd here in this regard is
the difference between old and new,
between growth gnd age—confident
courage .and oppressed despair. Here
the average man feels Jie chn fend for
himself and wants po dead level of
communism. There the many are
overwhelmed by the shackles of old
conditions, are lahorers in gn over-
growded field and have small chance
to rise. This difference ensures that
‘elsewhere than in OCanada the Sgcial-
istic experiment will be made—as it
is bound to be made sooner or later—
gp that we shall be able, before de-
ciding the question, to judge of its
merits in practice as well as-in theory.

LONDON, Nov. 30—Ever sinee the
baclllys of the dregded influenza was
discovered geveral years. ago, doctors
who deveted themselves fo regearch
work have been busily engaged trying
to digcover an’ effective an{'_xgm. their
efforts being directed more particular-
ly to the discbvery of an’ antltoxin
whigh gcan be injected inta the 8ys-
tem tg ‘render the patient immune,

Recent experiments are reported to
lead te the belief that the particular
serum go long sought has at last heen
discoyered.. Up to the present, it is
rlearned, the results Have “not  Been
quite 8o pmphatic and pgpﬂﬂctng as
the experimenters could haye desired,
and further investigations are to be
carried out, put the measuré ‘of guc-
cess hag been far greater than in the
past.

‘““The prevention of influenza by the
subcutaneous injection of serums has
been the subject of all the experi-
ments lately,” said a house gurgeon at
the London Hospital. “For a long time
little or no sucgess atterided the ex-
periments, and I am ddubtful ‘whether
the antitoxin we arg:niajl seeking has
yvet been 'found.”” From” all that ‘I éan
léarn this new serum dods 'not éenfer
infmunity for any length 'of’ time—two
or three months at the outgide.

“It iz a simple remedy“and produces
few unpleasant symptoni§ on injection,
but it is frightfully costly at present,
and il have to“become ‘much- eheaper
before its wuse becomes,ln any- ‘sense
general.”? ;

PROF. HOGAF
A MOST N

Speaks on “The Hi
lation to Early
Large Audienc

One of the most interesting lectu
given under auspices of the
John Archaeological Society was de
ered last evening in the schoolroom
Centenary Church by Prof. David
Hogarth, M. A,, curator of the Ashin
lean Museum, Oxford University.

Prof. Hogarth's subject was *“‘Hit
Discoveries in Relation to Early Gr
History.” The lecture was illustral
by a series of very fine lantern vid
of monuments of the Hittie civili
tion, which had been discovered
Asia Minor and Syria.

During the course of his lect
Prof. Hogarth showed how archaeo|
gical discovenies within the last thi
years had brought to light the ex
tence of an empire contemporaneq
with the Pharaohs and Nineveh wh
had left its impress in art, religion a
civilization upon surrounding rac
and had strongly influenced the ea
Greeks. Ome of the views of Hittd
monuments was from a new phot
graph, and before being shown hd
had been seen only by those who 3
tended Prof. Hogarth’s lecture in Ha,
fax.

His Honor Judge Forbes took t
chair at last night’s lecture, and i
troduced the lecturer.

Prof. Hogarth stated that Asia Min
in which he had pursued much of
archaeological work, was practically 4
unexplored region. In the past it hg
been difficult of access on account
the instability of Turkish rule a
very recently important archaeologic
research had been abruptly stopped §
