tution  of foods to take the place of
those required for export. (e) Se-
curing the eo-operation of national,
provincial angd local organizations.

The food industries department
will have charge of: .

(a) Matters relating to flour,
bread, meat, fish, dairy products,
canned and all manufactured food.
(b) Preparation of certain foods in
order to encourage their use and
to insure plentiful supplies.

The food distribution department
will be divided into sections:

(a) To deal with purchase, prices,
storage, transport and sale of food
for home consumption, and export
problems. (b) To advise with Bri-
tish and foreign-~buyers. (¢) To ad-
vise with handlers and shippers.

The information and statistics de-
partment will have sub-divisions to:

(a) To gather statistics from gov-
ernment. departments - and inter-
national sources. and tabulate them
tor the use of the other deparitments,
(b) Ascertain the quantity location,
ownership angd sources of food sup-
plies for home eonsumption and for
export.

The ‘business department, in
charge of the assistant chief of staff,
will handle general office organiza-
tion, accounting, finances, office sup-
plies' and systematic filing of all data
and correspohdence. .

The educational department will
be “responsible, for dissemination of
general news for the information and
instruetion of the public and the
publication of /all educational and
other matters supplied to it by other
departments.

The: personnel of the national and
provineial advisory committees and
the heads of the various departments
will be announced shortly.
