LONG-LIVED INSECT.

The Cicada, or Tree Cricket, Has
an Interesting History.

The longest-lived of American in-
sects and the most persistent of our
music makers, is the ““tree cricket,” us-
ually incorrect!y called ‘‘the locust.”
The Latin name {s “‘cicada,” meaning
“tree cricket,” and the ipsect has an
interesting bistory.

It is the longest-lived of our in-
sects for the reason that it requires
seventeen years to attain |s growth
If they appeared every year or two
in the same localily in great unum-
bers, as do our locusts, also mis-named
grasshoppers, fruit and forest trees
would suffer from their attacks

There are several distinct bloods of
these tree crickets in different parts
of the United States, and these appear
at different times. Three ‘of these
colonies in ithe Southern, States are
credited my naturalists with having
periods of/thirteen years in which to
come to fonaturity instead of the full
period of seventeen years.

The clcadn has a broad head with
short antennae. But look at its eyes,
N¢j: only bhas it a large convex eye on
each side of the head, but it has three
simple eyes on the crown It has
three joints In the feet and wings, with
wing coverts {n both sexes. The body
is black, banded with red on the abdo-
men. The veins of the wings are
red and orange. The eyes are red

The males are the musicians. Tha!

It is &
current saylng when the cicadean fid-
dler gives his overture that it is “'just
six weeks untll frost,” Fortunately
the prediction usually fails.
